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THE ELECTION THIS YEAR.

The election this vear will take place
on the 3d « ay of November. The voters
of this =tate wiil e called upon tuv cievet
six members ol the House ol Hepresent-
atives and cight Presidential electors.

Sinece the last election several ehanges
have been made in the election laws of
the State. * Chapter 614 of the laws of
1908 requires the publication in the news-
papers of the nominations to oflfice which
have been properly certified. This act
applies to the counties of Anne Arundel,
Calvert, Charles, Dorchester, Kent, Prince
GGeorge’s, (Queen Anne’s, St. Mary’s,
Somerset, Talbot and Woreester. These
are the so-called Wilson bill counties. In
the other counties and the city of Balti-
more the names of the candidates must
be published and ‘“‘arranged so. far as
practicable ¢n the order and formin which
they are to be printed on the ballots.”
This publication is, in eflect, a sample
ballot for the guidarce and instruetion of
the voter, which is denied in the Wilson
counties.  The Wilson bill counties have
been changed since the last election by
adding Queen Anne’s and Dorchester to
the list and omitting Frederick and Gar-
rett, I'he posting of sample ballots at
least four days before the election is re-
quired in the city and in the counties
where the Wilson law is not in effect.
The last Legislaturerepealed this require-
ment in the Wilson law counties, so that
sample ballots will not have to be posted
in those counties.

Chapter 576 of the Acts of 1908, the,
Lehmayer law, makes more liberal pro-
vision for ecounting tallots, amrd pro-
vides that no ballot shall be rejected
solely because any part or portion of the
cross mark extends beyond the square,
if the point of intersection is within the
square. This new law will permit the
counting of many ballots which would
be rejected under the rigid rule of the
laws heretofore in force since 1896.

Attorney-General Straus has affirmed
the decision of his predecessor that it
will require only one mark to vote for
the presidential eleetors. The question
was put up to him some time ago and an
official reply awaited. This now appears
in the pamphlet recently issued by the
Secretary of State embodying the elee-
tion and registration laws as amended by
the last legislature, and the instructions
of the Attorney-General to the judges
and c'erks.

That paragraph headed instructions to
voters describes first how a voler can
vote for each elector by making a eross
mark opposite the name of each, and
Mr. Straus then continues: ‘‘He can also,
if he prefers, make his cross mark in the
square opposite the names of the candi-
dates for President and Vice-President
and have hig ballot counted for each one
of the candidates for presidential elector
grouped under the names of these can-
didates.’’

This means that it will require only
two marks to vote the entire ticket.
The contention that the law requires
every elector to be voted for came from
the Wilson law counties, where it was
expected such a construection would fa-
vor the Democrats.

Large Chescnut Crop ln Sight.—Chest-
nuts, those hard-shelled dyspepties, that
tempt boys to ‘*bag’’ school in the fall,
promige to be very plentiful this year.
Early in the summer there was an
abundance of blossoms, and now the
burrg are beginning to become visible
on the trees in great clusters. A few
more weeks and ‘‘Jack Frost” will
come along somé morning and touch
them with his iey fingers and they will
burst open, to the joy of the country
boys. Hunting chestnuts seems to
have more fascination for the youth
than going after other nuts, such as
shellbarks, hickory nuts, walnuts. ete.
The first requisite of the chestnut
hunter, if he wants to get ahead of the
other boys, is a chestnut club. Now, a
¢1estnut club is a stout stick about fif-
teen inches long, on the end of which
has been screwed a large nut, taken from
a bolt, and it is a great invention. The
nut is placed on the end to make it
heavy so that it can be easily thrown,
and so that when it drops to the ground
the club will tall straight, heavy and
down, which makes it next te impossi-
ble to become lodged in the branches
when it has heen thrown up a tree. A
chestnut club is not a necessity except
when a boy wants to get ahead of his
fellows and goes after the nuts before
““Jack Frost’’ has thoroughly done his
work of opening the burs. This usually
oceurs when there is a small cerop and
one set of boys thinks somebody else
will get ail the nuts if they do not go
early. After all their hard work the boys
are usually rewarded with about a pock-
etful of green, white-shelled che.tnuts
apiece. Of course, they must enjoy the
fruits of their lakors, and they begin to
eat the nuts. Soon they are all gone
and the story closes until next morning.
However, there are jovs of chestnutting
time, too. When the cerop is ripe large
bushels are sometimes gathered and
stored away. With a handful of salt
sprinkled among them, they keep for
months or years, getting harder and
more indigestible, of course, as time
rolls. e

’alestine from the be-
vinning of April until October there is
nactically no rain, yet in July the
ields teem with a vigorous growth of
watermelons, tomatoes, cucumbers,
ete.. all flourishing without artificial
watering, although at that time no
rain has fallen for many weeks,

In fact, the Syrian peasant from the
moment his seed has been sown prays
that no rain may fall. During the pe-
riod of growth of a crop the surface of
the soil to a depth of six or eight
inches is perfectly dry and loose. De-
low this surface layer will be found
moist =oil, in which the roots extend
and grow vigorously. In this moist
subsoil plants continue to grow until
late autumn., When the crop is re-
moved in the autumn the rains cowm-
mence, and the land is plowed after

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each heavy rain as soon as the soil
begins to dry.
Two primary objects are kept In

view in plowing—to furnish a favora-
ble surface for taking up all the water
and to prevent its upward evaporation
from the subsoil., The great point Is
to keep the upper six inches of soil
perfectly loose and friable, so that the
moisture from below is nof drawn un
ward and lost in evaporation, but does
not ascend higher than the compact
sulsoi! that is not broken up by the
plo. . Ifor this reason the plowing i«
shallow, averaging from four to Six
inches in depth,

When the time for sowing the seet!
arrives the land is plowed to a deptlb
of about six inches and the seed I
sown from an arrangement attachod
to the plow, falls on the damp subsoi
and is covered by the soil closing over
behind the plowshare. I'rom this time
the upper stratum of loose soil pre-
vents the escape of moisture upwar:l
beyond the wet subsoil on which the
seeds rest and into which their roots
after the process of germination
spread.—Chicago Tribune.
