Clearing House Action Like Plan Pro-
posed by Democrats.

Guards Against Honest Bankers Suf-
fering Runs—- Modern System of
Credits—Bankbook Should
Be Worth Face Always

[By John E, Lathrop.]

Lyman J. Gage, former secretary of
the treasury, may be regarded as suf-
ficiently ‘“‘conservative” to obviats
fears that he would be “unsafe” in 1';
banking views. Before the house coiil-
mittee on banking and currency in
Washingfon Mr. Gage discusseds nn-
tional finances and particularly the nz-
tional bank. He sought an illustration
of tiie idea he was expressing, which
in general was in support of the guar-
antce plan, and like many othes
found it in the Walsh feilure in (i
cazo,

After explaining how ile eclearing
house bhanks took over the assets of
the failed institution. guaranteed all
depositors, and prevented runs on oth-
er banks, Mr. Gago said:

Mr. Gage's Statement.

“Well, they learned another lesson
and they adopted another principle, a
principle provided for in this (tho
the vote and vol
untary com:pliance of all the members
of the Clear:ng House association.
they autlorized the clearing house at
any time and at stated periods to act
upon its own volition and on its own
acocunt, and for the information or
the clearing house committee itself to
have full, complete and comprehens:ve
investigation of each member of the
association, and not only of each mem-
ber, but of every institution that car-
ries the name of bank over it that is
cleared or represented in the clearine
house by any clearing house bank: and
I ean tell you as a safe prophecy that
we are at the end of disastrous fail-
ure in the city of Chicago by clearine
house banks, since this regime has
come in. I am told that Kansas City
has the same thing, and other cities
will eventually adopt it.” .

Representative Fowler, Republican.

Charles N. Fowler, Republican, of
New .Jersey, chairman of the honse
committee on banking and currency.
appears in the Congressional Record
with a house speech in support of hig
bill which provided for guaraniee of
bank deposits. He specially answere ]
the assertion that such a guarantee
would induce reckless banking, say-
ing:

“Mr. Chairman, we are occasionally
met with the statement that guarantce
of deposits would lead to wunsound
banking. * * * Can you think of a
banker, because he had insured his de.
posits, going into the directors’ room
and saying: ‘Gentlemen, we have i
sured our deposits today. Now ler 1
proceed ‘to make some rotten loans*’

“Is it not possible that it will ocenr
to those directors that their loss s
niust come out. of their profits, out of
their reserves, out of their capital, and
out of their reputations? Will they
not realize that they can get noth're
out of the guarantee until the last d-j
lar of their capital, surplus
profits has been wiped out, and stocx
holders have been assessed double t'«¢
amount of their stock?

The Bankers' Reputation.

“Until their reputations have heen
Injured, if not ruined, and possihly
some of them have been started on thsa
road to state prison? Can anylody
think that any board of directors of
any bank would be less solicitiors
anxious and honest and wise after
they had guaranteed dcposits than
they were before?

“I assert again, after the most ma-
ture deliberation, that ;f there is one
reason for insuring life and home
there are more than a thousand good
reasons—more than ten thousand goodi
reasons—-why the depositors of the
banking institutions of the United
States should be insured.”

Two Valuable Contributions.

These two men have offered valva
ble contributions to the discusson ot
the proposed guarantee of bank (o
posts. Mr. Gage has set forth {leo
present trend of bankers towards a
closer watchfulness over all inst'ta
tions which accept the people’s money
in trust, and has indicated the exgs:t
means whereby, under a guarantee
law, bankers woeuld do as now they dg
—maint:in an association empowercl
to look sharply into financial concer:ns
which seem to be departing from
sound methods.

His reference to the John R. Wals!
failure in Chicago was doubtless 1 o-
cause it was known to the couniry
generally, having been given wide pub
licity and therefore most likely to at-
tract attention as an illustration.

However, there is scarcely a locali
ty wherein bankers in late years have
not gone under toppling banks and up-
deld them by guaranteeing deposits
wholly or In part, in order to help in
the quelling of popular distrust and
the undermining of confidence in al]
banking institutions.

No Delay for Depositors.

It is qulte apparent that under
guarantee of deposits there would be
no alteration of conditions affecting

runs caused by some rumor started
through malice. Many an honest
banker has had his heart broken by
senseless runs, and bas groaned in
spirit as he realized that gross injus-
tice has been done as reward for ear-
nest and able keeping of the trust re-
posed in him by his depositors.

he Baring Failure.

Wheén a dozen years ago, Baring
Brothers, of London, suspended, it was
due to that very espionage by other
bankers to which Mr. Gage refers
The Barings had embarked in many
South American enterprises, some of
which were manifestly unsafe,

The governors of the Bank of Eng-
land, sensing the danger, refused to
accept securities backed by them as
basis for the issuance of bank notes
under the custom of that country; that
action never has been adversly criti-
cized in any country, although it has
been discuszed ever since the world
over.

Modern business is conducted on the
basis for the issuance of bank notaos
tle actual money passes from hand to
hand.

Modern System of Credits.

You go to yvour bank with a bundle
of checks and drafts and deposit them
to your credit. Against that account
thus opened, you draw checks. They
pass iuto the world of business, are
aceepled at face 'value, and ecir.u-
late virtually as does gold, silver and
currency. If you pay your bills in
checks, often you pass through weeks
at a time when you have only a trifle
ef loose change in your pocket for
street car fare and the small things
you need from day to day costing too
little to bother to draw a check.

“A check cancelled is a voucher,”
has become a maxim in the business
world.

Complications of the System.

This complicates business and forces
all banks to associate themselves in
clearing Louses, and probably the pub-
lic would be amazed were they to
kEnow at times how sharply the clear-
ing house committee looks into meth-
ods employed by its members.

In the panic that began last October,
funds were carried from bank to bank,
taken ostentatiously through the front
doors, that depositors might know that
other banks believed in the soundness
of the institution which had been at-
tacked by a run, and performed al-
most every essential of the guarantec
system.

Why?

Simply because the modern business
system 1s 8o complicated and so little
actual money passes current that each
bank must know that the others are
properly safeguarding themselves ani
also that they are permitting the car
rying of accounts by depositors whose
paper may always be depended on as
worth face value.

DBeneathh the Surface.

=0 beneath the surface, one coull
witness the clearing house associa-
tions Ee:{ﬂuliuiﬂg coliateral, securities
and assets, and often serving notice
on a given bank that the associat on
will require some change in methods
on penalty of refusal longer to clear
for that bank.

Banks Out of the Association.

How about banks not in the associa-
tion? Many perfectly sound banks are
not directly in the clearing house.
They clear through another bank
which does belong.

Precisely the same rule applies to
them, for, when need arises, the asso-
ciation serves notice on the member-
bank which clears for the non-asso-
ciation bank as to what will have to
be done; and it is done promptly, too,
in every instance.

Bank-Book Should Be Worth Face.

The essence of the guarantee plan is
that a bank boelk should be worth its
face always. An entry in a pass book
should not constitute the assumption
of a risk by the depositor and the giv-
ing of wide latitude to the banker.
Such entry should be recognized as
just as actual an asset as a bank noto.

Also, proper arrangements must he
made for the continued espionage of
banks by other banks.

Lastly, and quite as important,
banking laws must he enforced; over-
certification mmst be stopped; loaning
of funds in national banks on obvious-
ly speculative schemes must cease:
and other reforms must be wrought to
invest the banking system of the
country with that complete confidence
which, If incduced would put a, stop
to all nervousness by depositors.
