Now, my dear sir, you and 1 are
practicdal men, and you are on the
ground and know the conditions bet-
ter than I do. If you think there is
any danger of your visit to me caus-
ing trouble or if you think there is
nothing special 1 should be informed
about, or no matter in which 1 could
give you aid, why, of course, give up
the visit for the time being, and then
a few weeks hence before I write my
message, I shall get you to come down
to discuss certain government matiers
not connected with the campaign.
F'rom Edward H., Harriman’'s confiden-

tial statement to Sidney Webster.

About a week before the election in
the autumn of 1904, when it locked
certain that the state ticket would go
Democratic and was doubtful as 10
Roosevelt himself, he, the president,
sent nie a request to go to Washing-
ton to coufer upon the political condi-
tions in New York state. I complied,
and he told me he understood the cam-

After a
few words over the telephone the
gentleman said he would let me know,
which he did probably in three or four
hours, with the result that the whole
amount, including my subscription,
had been raised.

The checks were given to Treasurer
Bliss, who took them to Chairman Cor-
telyou. If there were any among
them of life insurance companies, or
any other like organizations, of
course Cortelyou must have informed
the president, I do not know who
the subscribers were, other than the
friend of Depew, wlo was an indi-
vidual. This amount enabled the New
York state comimittee to continue its
work, with the result that at least 50,-
000 votes were turned in the city of
New York alone, making a difference
of 100,000 votes in the general result,

In describing in that book the “pres-
ent need of our national banking sys-
tem,” Mr. Dawes distinctly argues for
the insurance idea that Dryan advo-
cated in congress aud upon which his
campaign is now advancing in the
west, Referring to a proposed law,
advocated "Ly Bryan in  congress,
which would bave levied a tax upoun
pational banks for the purpose of cre-
at:pg a fund for the insurance of de-
posits, Mr, Dawes wrote:

“National banking statisties show
that a fund o7 the necessary amount
would soon he created by a compara-
tively small tax upon each national
bank. :

e = * 1t must certainly be ad-
mitted that thie establishment of such
a fund would Lave a tendency to pre-
vent the mad rushes of small and
large depositors during times of panicg,
for money which they hoard away in
safety deposit boxes or other hding
plitces.

e * & Jf the effect of such a
law would be to render bank deposits
more stable under all conditions, as in
our judgment would be the case, nc
law could be of more vaue and im-
portance to the debtor, or to the cred-
itor, or to the community at large.
* % * Pesides the great importance
of the law, as related to the general
prosperity of the country, it is meri-
torious as preventing the ¥een suffer-

' ing in those localities where bank fail-

ures occur, and where the hard earned
savings of the community, under our
present laws, are often swept away.
By such a law, losses are distributed
as by insurance, the beneficial effects
of which need no argument. 7To the
passage of such a law in proper form,
we trust the efforts of cougress will
be directed.”

The publicity
thus given to all subscriptions is apparently
intended to discourage them from the special
interests for improper purposes and also corres-
pondingly to encourage the party leaders and
beneficiaries, including the rank and file of the
people, whose Interests are served by honest
government, to bear the campaign expenses of
the party which they choose to support. The
publie record of contributions will thus serve as
an index of the individuwals who give financial
