Flunked — Hughes Elected.

The general result throughout the
United States at the election Tuesda
indicate that Judge Taft was elected.
The pivotal States like New York, Ohio,
Illinpis and Indiana cast their Electoral
votes for Judge Taft. Oneof thebiggest
surprises was the State of New York,
where not only Judge Taft veceived a big
majority, but where (Governor Hughes
was also elected by large pluralities.

In the Tammany strongholds in New
York City, where it was expected that
Bryan would run much ahead, Judge
Taft gained many votes.

Illinois is claimed by the Republicans
by: 150,000; Indiana is close, but is
thought to give a slight margin to Taft.

Pen-
niwell, the Republican candidate for
Governor, is elected, while Gray, the
Democratic candidate for Attorney-Gen-
eral, wins, The_Legislature here is also
Democratic by 4 on joint ballot.

Reports from all over the country are
to the effect that the Republicans had a
tremendous corruption fund gathered in
Wall Street which was used in the doubt-
ful States on Tuesday and that bribery
was rampant in some of these States,

Mr. Bryan has not as vet made any
statement regarding the result but it is
sald he will issue a general statement
within a few days giving his opinion of
the result in the several doubtful states.
