Cooper was seriously wounded in the
shoulder. His paper in noting the
affair says:

“*At 4 o’clock yesterday afternoon Ed-
ward Carmack was waylaid and assassi-
aated by Col. Dunean B. Cooper and his
son, Robin J. Cooper. So far as nowap-
pears the only reason for this action was
the publication in the Tennessean of two
editorials, in which there was nothing
reflecting on the honor of Colonel Cooper
and nothing at all about his son.

““Mr. Carmack was shot while in the
act of speaking to one of the most estim-
able ladies of Nashville., His assailants
who had been lying in wait, opened fire
without giving him time to speak. As
he fell, mortally wounded. another shot
was fired in the back of hts neck, produe-
ing instant death.

“Thus died the bravest and the gen-
| tlest, the most courageous and the truest
man in Tennessee. Without passion, we
join 1n deploring the awful tragedy and
in demanding the speedy execution of
justice on the men who have heen guilty
of th s assassination.”’
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Fine Corn Prices.—Two dollars and
twenty-eight cents for one ear of corn:
and Baltimore county corn at that. It
sounds like a fairy storvy, but it’s the
truth, nevertheless.

Early last October (Gen. Emory Kir-
wan of the Chamber of Commerce ar-
ranged 2 little exposition whieh he held
on the Change floor. The exhibitors
consisted of the members of the Cham-
ber of Commerce who also indulge in
farming either as a business or pastime,
Among the exhibits were ears of corn on
exceptional quality, which, after the ex-
hibition was over, Mr. Kirwan presented

to J. Colin Vincent of Hammond, Sny-
der & Co.

Some time later Mr. Vincent sent 17
ears of the corn which had been presen-
ted him to J. P. Preston & Co. of Liver-
pool, England. Upon their receipt by
Preston & Co. they were put on exhibi-
tion, and created such a sensation it was
decided to auetion them off. The Corn
Trade Journal thus deseribes the auetion.

““The samples of corn on the cob ship-
ped by Hammond, Snyder & Co. of Bal-
timore were sold at auetion today. The
lot consisted of 17 cobs, which realized
24 and 13s. ($22.57 American money)
which amount is to swell the funds of
the Liverpool Corn Trade Clerks’ Guild.
The highest price paid for a single cob
was 98 6d. (in American money $2.28.)
