Charles Roman gives a record of his
oW1l experiences as a victim of delip-
ium tremens. It is a remarkable psy-
chological document, comparing favor-
ably in interest and as a piece of writ-
ing with De Quincey’s “Confessions of
an Opium Eater." Following is a brief
extract which gives some suggestions
of the things the patient saw:
