CATTLE DISEASE
UNDER CONTROL

Sacretary Wilson Tueesday declared
that the foot-and-mouth disease among
cattle, which has been prevalent in the
States of Michigan, New Ycork, Pennsyl-
vania and Maryland, is now under con-
trol. Every animal which has been
found by the Government inspectors to
be infected by the disease has been killed,
and Secretary Wilson said no new cases
had been reported today. Itisestimated
that 1000 animals suffering from the
disease have been d-=stroyed.

H. Mackie, State Veterinarian,
went to the Kneller farm in Carroll
county on Monday and killed 24 cattle
valued at $305 20 and 52 hogs at $495.63,
making a total of $1,300.83. It took five
hours to kill the 24 cattle and the 52
hogs and it was not until 6 o’clock that
the last carcass was properly disposed of.

Of this amount the State will pay Mr.
Kneller $433.61 and the federal govern-
ment $867.22,

Dr. James B. Merritt, one of the most
prominent physicians in KEaston, has
been indicted by the grand jury for Tal-
bot county on a charge of performing a

Sothoron on October 8, thereby causing
her death, which oceured the day follow-
Ing.

Miss Sothoron was the daughter of
Mr. and Mrs. Thomas J. Sothoron, who
lived on the farm known as ‘‘South
(+lenwood,’”’ owned by Preston B. Spring,
about one mile west of Easton. She
was about 19 or 20 years of age and
quite pretty. She graduated from the
Kaston High School last June, and short-
ly afterwards secured a position as book-
keeper in the large grocery and provision
store of Kirby & Son. At the time of her
death it was given out that she dicd of
typhoid fever,

Dr. Merritt is Lthe son of the late Rev.
James B. Merritt, D. D., of the Meth-
odist Episcopal Church of the Wilming-
ton Conference.
