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- HAND OF DEATH

Col. John H. Evans, successful and
highly respected farmer of the Sec-
ond District of Queen Anne's county,
and last surviving member of the
Queen Anne’s National Bank of Cen-
treville, died last Saturday: morning
at 7 o’clock at his home at Rolph’s
Wharf, where he had resided for half
a century. In his death ..Queen
Anne’s county has lost an enterpris- |

ing and popular citizen.

The deceased was a son of the late
John H. and Martha Ann Harwood
Evans, of this county, and was born
January 29th, 1843, on the Nicholson
Farm, near Centreville. In early
life he engaged in agricultural pur-
suits and began farming on the Beck
Farm, near Rolph’s- Wharf. He was
syccessful in his agricultural activi-
ties and at the time of his deatn
owned eight valuable farms in the
Second District.

On December 15th, 1868, he mar-
ried Miss Sarah H. Rolph, daughter
of the late John Rolph, and two
weeks ago the deceased and his
widow ecelebrated their fifty-fiith an-
niversary, at their Ro'ph’s Whart
home, where they had continuously
resided for the last fifty years.

In 1884 Mr. Evans was one of the
charter stockholders of the Queen
Anne's National 'Bank. of Centreville
and was elected a member of the
Board of Directors. On January 11,
1916, he succeeded the later William
J. Price as Vice-President of the in-
stitution and held this post at the]
time of his death.

For many years he had taken an
active and enthusiastic interest In
Democratic politics and in 1907 was
clected a member of the Board of
County Commissioners. He served
two years in this capacity and dis-
charged the duties of the offices with
credit to himself and to the satis-
faction of his constituents.
