VACCINA TION ORDINANCE,

In Effect on and After April 1st, 1809.

; Vv virtue of authority conveyed in Section

8 of Article 43, Code of Public General
Laws 1888, title **Health,” it is ordered by the
ITATE BOARD OF HEALTH that on and
after April 1st, 1899, no SMALL- FRUIT
GROWER, CANNER, TRUC K-FARMER, or

FISH PACKER shall tuke into his employ
any person or persons who do not show proof
of vaccination of more recent date than July,
1898. Any person or persons violating this
law shall be fined not less than 50 nor ex-
ceeding 500 dollars. |

Passed March 9th, 1899, Section 8of Article
43, Code of Public General Lawsis as follows:

Whenever the State Roard of Health shall
have cause to believe that there is any danger
of cholera, small-pox or other dangerous 1in-
fectious disease invading this State or coun-
try, it shall be the duty of the said Board to
take such action and adopt and enforce such
rules and regulations as it may deem neces-
sary to prevent the introduction or spread ol
such infectious or dangerous disease within
this State, and any person Oor persons or cor-
poration refusing or neglecting to obey such
rules and regulations shall be deemed cuilty
of a misdemeanor, and shall, upon conviction
thereof.in a court of competent jurisdiction,
be fined not less than fifty dollars nor exceed-
ing five hundred dollarsforevery such offense

' necessary by the increasing number of cases

' of small pox, largely due 1t 1s believed by im- .

' portation, several places in Pennsylvania,
Washington, D. C., Norfolk and Portsmouth,
Va., being especially dangerous points. The

| season is drawing near when **foreign labor”

' comes into Kent for various purposesand it is
feared these persons will bring the contagion
with them as they are and have been exposed
daily. The Virginia colored labor comes into
Anne Arundel County ; the Bohemians from

{ Baltimore go to the same county and mix with

them, so with the Baltimore county labor,
from the berry farms, truck farms, &c., they
come to the packing houses and farms of
Kent. Soitis really this class that must be
watched closely. Any farmer, factory owner,
canner, or anyone employing labor that comes
from a distance is required to have said
laborer show a certificate of Vaccination
since July, 1898, and failing to so inquire sub-
jects any such employer to a penalty. If he
finds such labor unable to comply he must at
once communicate with the nearest doctor
and have him vaceinated, if he 18 too poor to
pay them it may be charged to the county, as
'required by law; and he must be sure that he
has been either successfully vaccinated or
proved immune by repeated trials. No certi-
ficate should be given such labor until abso-
lute proof of protection is furnished the
doctor.
all our home labor vaccinated at this time,
though if small pox appears such should be
done. Ishall endeavorto inspectthe factories
and canneries when possible. The family
physician has authority to vaccinate : when-
ever possible the fee should be paid by the
party being vaccinated, or by the employer,
who may reimburse himself from the wages ;
when not able to pay it may be charged to the
county as mentioned above.
