The stock quail noticed in the NEws
last week have created considerable in-
terest among the local Eporismen and
others. They were shipped from Kan-
sas to Baltimore in a lot of 85 dozen and
then re-shipped via Ford to Chestertown.
They were placed in a three-story can-
vas-covered crate with a centre partition
and arrived in excellent condition. The
birds are not quite as large as our native
quail but Dr. Gilpin thinks they are
marked with more beauty.

Messrs. J. W. Howard, T. D. France,

J. F. Howard and several others divided |
the birds in pairs and the contributors |

scattered their game on farms noted
below. The male bird has a dead white

mark on either side of his head which |

reminds one of strings on a bonnet,
about a quarter of an inch wide, while
the female has brown stripes on either
side of the head.

Mr.Wm. Howard, who handled nearly
all the birds, says there were sveral pairs
with top-knots which were larger than
the others.

These birds are thought to be hardier l

than the native birds because of the rig-
orous climate in which they have been
raised. Mr. France was in Baltimore
a few days ago and was informed by
President Kirkwood, of the State Game
Association, that 11 dozen birds had
been shipped to Queenstown and 5 doz-
en to Kennedyville. The DBaltimore
club has received 152 dozen in all.
These stock birds are caught in most
instances on moonlight nights-by means
of nets. A fine setter dog isstarted out
to which is attached a small bell and by
means of which the covey is quickly
discovered. A net isthen thrown over
and around the covey and thev are cap-
tives. Some times a sort of a fyke-net

is placed asa trap and the birds captured.
The Kansas birds birds feed principal-
on millet.

Many of our sportsmen and farmers
will hereafter feed the birds and take
more interest in them.
