DEATH OF CAPT. BURCHINAL.

i ——

An REgterprising Citizen — A Good
Farmer — An Astute Politician
and Popular Gentleman.

e s e —
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Captain William D. Burchinal died at
his home in Chestertown at 4.30 o’clock

Thursday morning after several months

illness. The death of Capt. Burchinal
may be traced to an accident which be-
fell him on February 16th. In descend-
ing the steps at the home of H. W.
Vickers, Esq., he slipped on the ice and
cut a deep gash 1n his head and since
that fall he has rapidly failed in mind
and body. He -vas taken to the Mary-
land Hospital where specialists of the
best skill treated him but in vain and
Le passed away as stated, surrounded by
his beloved grandchildren and others.

Capt. Wm. D. Burchinal, was as well
known as any man in the State. Al-
though not more than about 5 feet 10 or
11 inches tall, his spare frame gave
him the appearance of much greater
height. His hair was nearly white, in-
clined to be wavy, and over a not rather
high and broad, well-proportioned head
it approached a carl. A facial feature,
even more distinguishing than his mous-
tache and beard, which gave him the
appearance of a Southern gentleman of
the old school, were his eyes Gleaming
out from under bushy, grey brows they
appear to be almost black. In reality
thev were a greyish blue,but they seemed
to pierce you through and througb.
Capt. Burchinal wore hats with a gener-
ous brim and rarely fastened the upper
button in his vest. Somewhat deliber-
ate in his walk and speech, he was an
implacable foe and a warm, sympathetic
friend. He had the courage of his con-
victions and did not hesitate to express
his opinions In his social 1ntercourse
he was cordial and in his business rela-
tions considerate 10 a degree.

He was very methodical, and an ob-
ject of his tenderest solicitude was a
carefully-kept dairy. As a peach-grower
he achieved much success. He studied
the peach for many years and knew all
about Early Crawfords and other vari-
eties.

Captain Burchinal was born in Dover,

: Del., October 4, 1832. He was a member

of a large family of the name of Burton
(his mother’s name) which settled in
Sussex county, Del.,, and was one of
nine children. His father and mother,
on their immigration, took up their resi-
dence in Delaware, where they remained
for seven vears. They then removed to
Maryland, where they lived for three
years. After that time they alternated
between these two States and New Jer-
sey, taking William with them, and pro-
curing employment for him as helper or
clerk in the stores of the several towns.

In 1861 he was employed as clerk in
the store of T. W. Eliason, Sr., in Ches-
tertown, Md., when he enlisted in the
federal service and was commissioned
as second-lieutenant of Company D, Sec-
ond Regiment, Eastern Shore Maryland
Infantry. He was afterward promoted
to first-lieutenant, adjutant and finally
to the captaincy of Company A, of the
same regiment. He served in that ca-
pacity until November 1, 1864, when
with the regiment he was mustered out
of service by reason of the expiration of
time. The following February he was
again commissioned, this time as quar-
ter-master of the Eleventh Regiment,
Maryland Volunteer Infantry. In this

capacity he served until June of the

same year, when this regiment was also
mustered out. Returning to Kent coun-
ty just at the time the registry law was
passed, at the session of 1864-5, and was
about to be put in operation, Gov. A. W.
Bradford forwarded to him a commis-
sion as one of the registrars. Although
opposed to the act as unnecessarily op-
pressive, and believing that in the end
it must destroy the very object which 1t
was intended to perpetuate, he accepted
the appointment, presuming he would
be less obnoxious than a man sent from

'Baltimore to perform the duties re-

quired might be. His worst enemies
acknowledged the propriety with which
he execnted the unpleasant task.

On May 13, 1868, Mr. Rurchinal mar-
ried Mrs. Margaret A. Brown, formerly
Miss Merritt, a descendant of one of the
oldest families in the State and widow
of Capt. Wm. H. Brown. Having been
selected as a delegate to the Republican
National Convention, held at Chicago
in that year, he made it the occasion of
a wedding tour. In 1869 he was tender-
ed the position of inspector of customs
at the Baltimore Custom-bouse by Col-
lector John L. Thomas, Jr.
was afterward promoted to be assistant
cashier of customs, which position he
resigned in 1872 in consequence of im-
paired health. He then purchased a
farm near Chestertown and engaged in
agricultural pursuits. = In 1873 he re-
ceived the Republican nomination of
his county for the county clerkship, but
was defeated.

In 1876 he received the appointment
of deputy collector under Col. Edward
Wilkins, which he continued to hold
ander Col. John L. Thomas, who suc-
ceeded him. In 1882 the captain was
elected to the State Senate from his
county and served eight years. On
April 13, 1890, he was appointed sur-
veyor of the port of Baltimore in which
place he officiated for four years to the
After
his return home in 1895 he was elected
county treasurer.

" On June 19, 1894, his estimable wife,
Mrs. Margaret A. Burchinal, died and
the blow was a most severe one to the
subject of this sketch.

In 1897 he was nominated for clerk of
the county by the Republicans but was
defeated by James T. Dixon. Since his
defeat the captain has been farming
near town but making his home in Ches-
tertown, corner Cannon and Water Sts.,
where he died.

Capt.Burchinal leaves no children, his

sisters and brother being Miss Mary H.

Anniversary of the Hail Storm--Sheds
Demolished-—Trees Uprooted.

Kent county was visited Tuesday night
by an energetic thunder storm, accom-
panied by one of the most brilliant and
awe-inspiring electrical displays seen in
a long while.

Just one year ago a terrific hail storm
visited this country and playved havoce

with fruit and grain in many sections.

We visited Mr. J. Biddle Hossinger’s
pretty home Wednesday and found con-
siderable damage had been done by the
wind and rain. Several large trees were
blown down in the lawn and about the
house, the observatory on the front
building was torn away and a large cow
shed 40 by 15 ft. was completely wreck-
ed. Mrs.Hossinger stated that hen coops
were over-turned and scattered all over
the yard while scores of her young
chickens were killed. Parts of the cow-
shed were blown at least one hundred

' yards from the cow-pound while fences

were scattered right and left. Mr. Wm.
D. Shinn, on the farm just opposite, took
refuge in his cellar for fear the solid brick
house would be blown over. The trees
about Mr. Shinn’s home were terribly
broken and required a whole day to
remove.

At Goose Hill, near Mr. Hossinger’s,
five locust trees were uprooted, a hen
house blown over into the roads and
limbs of trees broken off. Mr. Biggers
lost several fine apple trees.

Mr. George S. Biddle says the storm
brought hail which cut his wheat badly.
Said he, ‘““when I looked at the havoc
done to wheat itnearly made mecry.”

trees and some fencing.

inal’s farm says the wind carried away
seventy-etght panels of fencing.

A large cow shed on the farm of Mr.
Isaac Cleaver, near Kennedyville, was
blown down.

Frait trees at Mr. Howard Clendaniel’s
were blown up by the roots.

Two of the three horses belonging to
Mr. Nathan Milbourne, near Godwin’s
mill, were killed by lightning, and Mr.
Harrison’s barn damaged.

The wind tore up five big apple trees
on R. Groves’ place, and several trees
on W. E. Deford’s, near Lankford.

The fine windmill on the Rasin place,
tenanted Mr. Frank Toulson, was com-
pletely demolished.

Mr. I. F. Walbert’s stable was moved
at least two inches go that the door
would not open and part of the roof on
the ice house carried away.

Mr. Wm. D. Carter’s stable roof was
blown off.
