pose of appointing SiX delegates 1rom each
district to meet in Chestertown on I'nesday,
the 6th day of June, 1899, at thflu h(_;ur,,otrll‘
o'clock a. m., to nominate one Candidate for
Senator, two candidates for House of Dele-
gates, one candidate forsherift, one candidate
for county treasurer, three candidates for
judges of the orphans’ court, three candi-
dates for county commissioners, one candi-
date for State’'s Attorney and one candidate
for county surveyor. The judges hereby
named for each district shall appoint two
clerks and shall open and close the polls at
the hours herein prescribed, and when the
polls are opened, shall receive the votesof all
democrats offering to vote whose names shall
appear upon the registration books and who
shall vote in the district where they are reg-
istered. and shall also receive the votes of all
young democrats who on account ot theirage
not now registered butwho will be entitled to
registration and to vote at the ensuing No-
vember election, provided such persons shall
give satistactory proof equal to that required
by the officers ot registration, to said judges,
and shall further pledge themselves 10 sup-
port the nominees, and of none others.

ONeE WEEK from today the Democratic
primary will be held. The campaign
has been short but of more than usual
interest. All the better elements of the
party will rejoice when the end 1s
reached, especially if the result is such
a ticket as will. command general re-
spect and support. A ticket nominated
by the free will of the voters will de-
serve support and the nominees will be
entitled to all the honors of a political
success. But it will be more a coronet
of shame than honor for any candidate
to purchase success by the use of money,
whiskey, or fraudulent practice of any
kind. All the candidates named have
the right, for themselves or friends, to
ask the suffrages of their party voters
to determine as between rivals, but no
one of them has the right to buy his
nomination, and it is to be hoped that
all will discourage such an outrage upon
the party.

Voters must be careful in marking
their tickets to vote for the right num-
ber of candidates, namely : One Sena-
tor, two representatives, one State’s
Attornev, one sheriff, one treasurer,
three orphans’ courtmen, one county
commissioner in the  first, second aird
fourth districts and six committeemen.

REPUBLICAN POLITICS.

The political situation in Maryland
over the Gubernatorial nomination 18
fast becoming interesting, and each
party is preparing for the struggle in
November next. The announcement
of Governor Lloyd Lowndes that bhe
would be a candidate to succeed him-
selt apparently gives much satisfaction
among the stalwart Republicans of
Maryland, yet there are some who are
opposed Mr. Lowndes seekling a
second term. This class are supporting
for the nomination Senator Charles T.
Westcott, of Kent county, on the JGast-
ern Shore, and while he has denied that
he is an aspirant for the nomination,

Lo

the past week has developed enough to
show that Mr. Westcott is being boomed

bv his friends, who already]claim for
him thirty-two votes, which with the
vote of Baltimore city delegation, would
give him fifty-three in the State Con-
vention, or within six of nomination.

Mavor Malster is a close friend of
Senator Westcott, and as the Mavor’s
friends are in control of the Republican
party in Baltimore city, it is alleged by
those who are in a position to say that
Mayor Malster will throw his strength
to Westcott, provided the Eastern}Shore-
man wants the delegation. The boom
of Senator Westcott for the nomination
is backed by Congressman Sydney Mudd,
from Western Maryland, who is opposed
to Governor Lowndes, Senator Welling-
ton and other Republican leaders 1n
the State, and it is not surprising to
those who have watched political mat-
ters in Maryland. The Lowndes ele-
m ent have put in a busy week, and ac-
complished much in his interest, and
while the party desires no contests in
the coming primaries to be held in
July, vet they will make a stubborn re.
sistance to any attempt to shelve the
(Governor this year.
