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DETECTIVE WORK.

Kinsey and Smart Engaged in Western Mary-
land to Detect Criminals.

The following interesting account will
no doubt be read with interest by our
readers. The detectives, Kinsey and
Smart, are the two gentlemen who were
employed 1n Kent on the local option
cases. The dispatch from Hagerstown
S4YyS :

Percy Embley, it is said, has confessed
that he burned the warehouse at Smiths-
burg owned by the Western Maryland
Railroad Company and rented by Jacob
T. Towson & Co., and that it was he who
shot at Mr. Arthur L. Towson a few
nights before the burning of the ware-
house, and not Harold B. Richardson,
who was tried on this charge, but the
jury failed to agree, the jurors standing
eleven for conviction, one for acquittal.

The confession of Embley was secured |

by detectives John K. Kinsey and David
C. Smart, Sheriff M. F. Seibert and two

deputies.

Kinsey donned the dress of a tramp.
The sheriff pretended to arrest him and
put him in the same cell with Embley.
The detective told Embley he had shot
an engineer in Kentucky and he was
arrested on suspicion. Together they
planned to escape from jail, but the
detective said it was not fair that he
should have told Embley his crime, and
Embley had not told him what he was
in jail for. Embley told him, the detec-
tive says, he burned the warehouse in

Smithsbarg. He drew a plot of the
premises, which the authorities have.
The next night the detective planned
to have the full confession. Sheriff
Seibert, Detective Smart and Deputy
Sheriff Curfman concealed themselves

close to the cell and, it is stated, over-
heard Embley as he told the whole of
the burning and also of seven or eight
robberies which have been committed
around Smithsburg. Embley is alleged
to have confessed that he assisted in
robbing Towson’s warehouse three times
and Edward H. Sharrett’s store. He
implicated other persons. Emily (or
Elmer) Bryum was arrested last night
near Smithsburg by Sheriff Seibert and
brought to jail in connection with these
matters. Bryum is the son of L. Calvin
Bryum, who is in jail awaiting trial at
the November term for perjury In testi-
fying in the Richardson shooting case.

Embley was arrested shortly after the
fire. He had been out on ticket-of-
leave, having been convicted at the Feb-
ruary term of stealing beer. There was
no evidence against him at the time of
his arrest, but he was suspected.

Embley wrote two notes to Richard-
son, in which he says he shot at Towson.
He also confessed to the shooting to sev-
eral other witnesses. Richardson’s case
will come up in court to-morrow for re-
trial. It is likely the State may enter a
plea of not guilty.

It is said Embley swore before the
orand jury that he knew nothing about
the shooting at Towson.

Sheriff Seibert last night detected
Embley sawing through an iron bar 1n
his cell with a saw made from an old
knife.

Justice Ripple held Bryum without
bail for a hearing Tuesday.
