the last days of May will not subside
before that date. Much electrical phe-
nomena, with high temperature, rain
and hail, will be most natural. Rising
barometer, westerly winds and much
cooler weather will follow behind these
disturbances, beginning about the first,
to the west and north, and advancing
castward over the couniry oll and touch-
ing the 2d and 3d. :

During the regular storm 'perlod, cen-
¢ral on the 4th and embracing the 3d to
6th, it will grow steadily warmer, be-
ginning in the west and qpreadmg east-
ward. The barometer will fall,_cloudl-
ness will ensue, and storms of wind and
rain, attended by much bail and thun-
der in many sections, will culminate
about the 4th, 5th and 6th. The moon
is at her extreme north point on the
7th, and is new on the 8th, from which
facts we predict that wind currents will
continue southerly, the barometer will
remain below normal, high tempera-
tures will prevail, and general tendency
{6 thunder showers and storminess will
bridge over the interim between the
period 3d to 6th, and reactionary storm
days 9th to 12th. _

An annual crisis’ of magnetic and
electrical excitation falls on and touches
June 11th. From about the 9th to 12th
 very active thunder storms, hail and
rain will be almost certainties. Seismic
<hakes for ten days before and afterthe
10th, the date of Saturn’s opposition,
need not s urprise Or alarm, on and
about the 8th, the date of new moon,
being a time of great seismic probability.
Extremely high temperature may be
expected about the dates above named,
which, after storms of thunder, rain
and hail, will sucdenly give place 1o
high barometer and very marked change
to cooler. We shall not be surprised to.
hear of touches of frost far northward,
about the 11th to 14th. _

A regular storm period 18 central on
the 16th, covering the 14th to 18th. By
the 15th, the date of moon’s Crossing
the celestial equator, & marked change
ro warmer will set 1n 10 the west, with
falling barometer and rapid de
ment of active storm areas. During tl_le
16th, 17th and 18th these conditions will
grow in extent and intensity, causing
many storms of very marked lightning,
thunder, rain and hail, in their east-
ward passage over the country. Daily
squalls of showers and wind, with elec-
trical displays all round the heavens
during the evenings, and often through-
out the night, are the regular and nor-
mal results during all this part of June.
- As a rule these disturbances are not
dangerous or tornadic, but for causes
named above we advise all to scan
closely and in good time all very threat-
ening storm clouds throughout the
“earth’s solstice’”’ period. _ ;

A de-
cided rise of barometric pressure _angi
change to very much cooler will indi-
cate the termination of this and all
other storm periods of June.

The last storm period for the month
will be central on the 27th, extending
from the 26th to 29th. LLook for very
high temperature, low barometer and
active thunder storms. Cooler, fair
weather, with rising barometer will ad-
vance from western parts as the month
goes out. ‘

Upon the whole, we predict that June
will bring ample rains to most parts of
the country, with too much, perhaps, in
many central to southern sections. We
fear that much of the western to north-
western part of the country will begin
to feel by the end of June 2 lack of
rainfall, which will be severely feltdur-
ing the following months of summer
and autumn. We believe that those
who plan for such conditionis, t+speciﬂlly
in that part of the country, will best
conserve their resources and interest.

We admonish all haymakers and har-
vesters that June showers will jeopard-
i7e their crops unless care is exercised
as to times of cutting and manner of
protecting. Reap with full force and
speed, promptly as the rising barometer
succeeds storm areas and put 1nto se-
cure shape before the oncoming of the
next storm cycle. - At best, June solstice
showers will baffle the efforts of many.

Among other cautionary suggestions,
let us admonish those who are caught in
the solstice thunder storms not to ta}w
refuge under trees and other places fa-
vorable to the conductivity of lightning
bolts. Correct statistics will show that
a maximum of fatalities from lightning
strokes is reached each year in June,
and it is a further fact that a very large
per cent. of these fatalities arise from
thoughtless exposure under trees, and
at such places as are most favorable for
lightningstrokes. Darnsare much more
frequently struck than residences. 1In
your house with closed doors and win-
dows, away from chimneys oOr other
materials leading directly to moist earth,
is the safest place in a thunder storm.

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Prisoners as Road Makers.— The

Pennsylvania Legislature recently ad-
journed has enacted one creditable law
among the many qustionable ones. It

is a law compelling prisoners confined

in county jails for petty offenses Lo work

on the roads.
nlicable, if not more SO, to prisoners

confined in county jailsin this State as
it is in Pennsylvania. Asarule, negroes
are the class who fill our jails at the ex-
pense of the tax-payers. The Philadel-
phia Zimes has this sensible comment
on the law :

““The bugaboo of bad roads may lose
some of its ugliness if the provisions of
the new law relating to employment of
prisoners is made effective by tlie author-
ities of the various counties. The law
provides that county prisoners can be
employed In road-making. Forthe pur
pose of enforcing it a prison board 1s to
he established, consisting of the Judge,
sheriff and county comimissioners, which
is to be clothed with full authority to
compel prisoners to labor on the high-
way eight hours each week day. Prefer-
ence is to be given to the roads leading
to the county geat, and when five miles
have been completed on one roa«l work
‘s to be undertaken on another until
every road isthus improved The money
received from the prisoners’ labor is to
2o to the maintenance of the jail.””

Such a law 1s just as ap-.

gathered recently in the statement from
a Georgia nurseryman that between
Columbia and Congaree—a station on
the Atlantic Coast Line a few miles be-
low here—he had recently sold for fall
delivery between 20,000 and 25,000 peach
trees of a certain variety, and that above
the city he had sold from 7,000 to 10,000
more. Next fall he would deliver, he
said, not less than 50,000 peach trees in
this county. At 200 to the acre that
means 250 acres to be devoted In one
season to peaches of one variety. It is
evident that Richland farmers have
made up their minds to compete with
“the Ridge”’ in raising this fruit for
market.— Columbia (8. C.) State.

The first American invention which possessed any degree of merit was that of
Wwm. Manning, of :‘New Jersey, patented May 3, 1831.

The next of any importance was the reaper patented by Obed Hussey, of Mary-
land, Dec. 31, 1833, which practically marks the era of harvesting grain by ma-
chinery, as the chief features of this machine have been incorporated in all harvest-
ing machines made since, and it was the first successful reaper that was placed on
the market. On Aug. 7, 1847, Obed Hussey obtained one of his most important
patents, which was for the guard of the present day.

During the period following this date there were many patents issued of more |
or less value which we must pass unnoticed with one exception, which vzill no donbt
terest our readers as it was issued to a citizen of our State also, Owen Dorsey, of
Howard, Co., on Mar, 4, 1856, This was for the revolving reel raking device, a
popular machine, and a valuable invention, and is still built by nearly all manufac-
turers. Space forbids us dwelling on the many different devices which contributed
to the development of the reaper, and the next we will notice is the patent granted
on the 17th of August, 1858, to C. W, and W. W. Marsh, of Illinois, for a harvester
‘hat elevated the grain and deposited it on a table where it was bound by two men
standing on a platform.

This was a phototype of all machines which have since carried binders, whether

cessfully until 1865, when they were successfully marketed by Stewart & Marsh.

Meantime Marsh Bros, had become involved through these experimental ex-
penses and losses, and sold one-third interest of their invention to a speculator, and |
they together licensed six western States to Easter and Gammon, which afterward | ,|
became the firm of Gammon & Deering. ‘ |

Up to 1879 there had been made over.100,000 of these harvesters carryiug men
to bind, of which two-thirds were made by the Marsh combination.

By this time the wire binder began to displace the Marsh harvester, for 1n 1874,
Gammon & Deering began the manufacture of the Gordon wire binder at Plano,
which were attached to the Marsh harvester, which made a successful combination.
