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THE PRIMARY RESULTS.

Elsewhere in our columns we givethe
results of the Democratic primary
election on Saturday and the conven-
tion on Tuesday. The contest was one
of the sharpest ever known in the coun-
ty, as the extraordinary vote indicates,
and the result was in doubt up to the
day. The greatest interest was shown
in the Senatorial and State’s Attorney
contest, while that for county treasurer
and sheriff loomed up into prominence
and became decided factors in other
issues. Mr. Hepbron, for Senator, made
his jfight in five districts and carried
three. His only disappointment was 1n
Worton, where his opponent won by
thirty-three votes giving him the re-
quired four districts. For State’s Attor-
ney every district was a battle-ground
and the contest never lacked intemﬁ@
uncertainty from the day of its com-
mencement to the close. Mr. Beck car-

ried two districts and Galena precinct,

Mr. Slay’s greatest strength was in the
second and fifth districts, and he had
decided majorities also in the third and
seventh. IFor Treasurer Mr. Hatcher-
son contested for four and got three;
the other, Pomona, was lost by only
two votes. Three additional votes there
would have given him the nomination.
Mr. Ireland made a winning fight in the
second and seventh and was conceded
the third, besides getting good votes in
other districts. Mr. Greenwood -had
everything his own way in the first
district and got liberal support in the
fourth and fith.

Mr. Gill’s majority for sheriff in four
districts was very decided in each. All
three of the Rock Hall candidates ran
close together in the home district but
Coburn was the victor. Keyser carried
his own district and made a geod fight
in the first while McCleary carried the
first and was only ten behind in his
home district. The other contests of
special interest were for county commis-
sioner in the first, second and fourth
districts. Mr. Thomas . Roe won in
the first by nine majority. Inthe other
two the majorities were larger.

Itis reasonable to suppose that there 1s
soreness and disappointment on the
part of the defeated candidates. Many
things were said, no doubt, on both
sides that will be heartily regretted, and
conduct was indulged in altogether
unbeecoming members of the same polit-
ical household. But the war is now
over. At least it should be, and all
