HORTICULTURAL SURVEY OF KENT CO.

In accordance with the law. governing
the State Horticultural Department,
Prof. W. G. Johnson, State Entomolo-
gist, and Prof. C. O. Townsend, State

Pathologist, whose offices and laborato-

ries are located at the Agricultural Col”
lege, have begun a horticultural survey
of Kent county. These gentlemen are
assisted by Messrs H. P, Gould and G.
L. Stewart. The work has been begun
on East Neck Island and the orchards
contiguous to the water courses will be
worked first ; then the inland and up-
per portion of the county. When Kent
18 completed, Queen Anne’s will be
taken up, after which Caroline and
Talbot will be surveved in the same
manner.

It .is the purpose of the officers in
charge ¢f this work to make a complete
survey of the State eventually, working
several counties each season. The sur-
vey 18 divided into four divisions; 1st,
entomology, (insects) in charge of Prof.
Johnson ; 2nd, pathology, (diseases of
plants) Prof. Townsend ; 3rd, horticul-
ture, Mr. Gould; 4th, flora, (flowers,
Col-
lections are made of insects and plants ;
eloborate notes are written up on each
farm and all conditions are recorded,
photographs of varieties or orchard con-
ditions are taken for future reference
and report. Small maps of Maryland
have been printed on cards 4x6 inches
and each species of insect, disease, va-
riety of fruit, flower, weed, grass or
shrub, is recorded by a cross whenever
it is found. Thus when completed a
card will give at a glance the distribu-
tion of any species. ‘‘We desire’”’ said

 Prof. Johnson, ‘“to get at the underlying

principles of the adverse conditions,
which make fruit culture and agricul-
ture so uncertain ; this we can accom-
plish only by personal inspection of the
conditions in each county and the col-
lative and study of the data obtained.”’
