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PUBLIC PLANTING.

How The Oyster Question Is Being Consider-
ered in Crisfield.

There has been considerable discussion
in Crisfield lately in regard to the
public planting of oysters.
has the indorsement of many oystermen
and crabbers. When Thomas H. Bock
was one of the County Commissioner,
1883, about 100,000 bushels of oyster
shells werestrewn in Tangier scund. An
act had been passed by the State Legis-
Jature increasing the license on dredging
vessels $2 per ton, and this increase was
the basis of the work. Two boats were
employed to distribute the shells, but
the hurried and reckless manner in
which they were dumped became a
standing joke. It is stated that some
loads were dumped where oysters never
orew and lead never reached bottom.
farmers were indignant and the
oysterman laughed and scoffed, so that
the work speedily came to an end.
All classes felt assured that money had
been recklessly thrown overboard on a
political job, and Mr. Bock came in for
a good share of the censure.

But a few loads of shells had been
accidentally strewn near Whit's Cove,
on the Western side of the sound. Some
years passed, and they were forgotten,
as evervbody was without faith in the
matter. Winter before last some oyster-
men in prospecting found a new natural
oyster bed where the shells had been
planted, and boats made as high as $50
a day there. Oystermen have been
working there ever since, and this is
the reason for the revival for the agita-
tion for the public planting. It is esti:
mated that over 100,000 bushels of
marketable oysters have been dredged
at Whit’s Cove already, and there 1is
no telling what would have been the
result had the shells been carefully
placed. Mr. Bock is now praised where
he was censured before, and the plan 1s
seen to have been a wise one. It would
be impossible to increase the tonnage
tax on vessels at present, because the
it

hoatmen are groaning under now,
and some other means of raising
funds would have to be devised. It has

been suggested to takethelicense money,
which now goes to the public schools,
and devote it to the public planting,
raising the moneyv for schools by direct

' taxes. but the farmers would undoubted-

ly opposed this scheme.
