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SUICIDE OR MURDER ?
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Body of an Unknown White Man
Found on the Bay Shore, and
. - Foul play Feared.

Suicide or murder was the question
which the coroner’s jury was unable to
decide in the case of a white man found
on the shore near Harris’ wharf, on
Sunday. A colored fisherman from
Harford county, upon going ashcre was
attracted by an unpleasant odor, and
discovered the badly-decomposed body
of a man covered with bushes lying
above high water line, his head resting

on his hands. The gruesome find was
reported to Walter Harris, agent at Har-
ris wharf, and Coroner Owens was noti-
fied. The unfortunate wore a suit of
checkered material. A package of cig-
arette papers, a pearl-handled pocket
knife and 80 cents in money were the
only articles found in his pockets. There
was nothing by which his identity could
be established. On a 10-cent piece in
the pocket was engraved the words,
“Beware of wine,women and cigarettes.”’
Witnesses at the inquest stated that on
July 29th the man got off the Baltimore
steamer and looked worried. It was
also stated that he asked the distance to
Betterton, and swore when told ; was
seen at Barnard’s wharf by Ivory Robin-
son two days before the body was found.
He bhad gotten off the Ericsson boat
July 29th and thought he was at Better-
ton. Thebody was so badly decomposed
that the hair was the only means of tell-
ing whetherthe man was white or black.

The location of body and fact that it
was covered with the brush lead some
to believe that the man had been mur-
dered. There were, however no traces of
unfair 2ealings. The body, though on
the shore, was away from the water’s
edge, and could not have been thrown
up by the waves. The body was bur-
- ried in a neat coffin on the shore near

the place where found by Constable
Boone and others.
