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“SUNSETLAND.”

Over the Union Pacific through Nebraska,
and Wyoming — Nearing the Land
of Plenty.

No. 3.

We journey across the plains of Ne-
braska and Wyoniing over the Union
Pacific, which was a part of the first
transcontinental line from ocean Lo ocean
and was built in the sixties. For 897
miles, from Omaha to Granger this was
our route riding for miles along the

North Platte river passing through
Fremont, Columbus, Grand Island,

and other towns in Nebraska ; through
Sidney, Cheyenne, Rawlins and Green
river in Wyoming, until at Granger we
reach the diverging point of the Oregon
Short Line which was to take us to the
northwest across Idaho and into Oregon.

The ride across the plains was an in-
teresting one. As we looked out on the
vast acres and saw the fertile farms dot-
ting the country we. thought of the
teachings of former days when we
studied of the herds of buffalos that
roamed over this section and of the
Indians that inhabited it. Here and
there we see a fox or cayote scamper
over plains while prairie dogs can be
counted by the scores, but large game 18
scarce owing to the large number of
hunters who live about here. We will
have something to say of the buffalos
and Indians later.

At Granger we are within a few miles
of Salt ILake City, the great DBrigham
Young city. We much regretted that
lack of time prevented us from accept-
ing the invitation of General Passenger
Agent Hurlburt to visit that city. DBut
Portland was our destination, and, being

over 1,000 miles away, we hastened to |

the good things awaiting us there.

About 90 miles west of Granger we
enter the young State of ldaho, admit-
ted to the Union in 1890. This iIs a
tremendous State, being about double
the size of the McKinley State of Ohio.
Of its 54,000,000 acres, 15,000,000 are
agricultural land, but owing to the ex-
treme dry climate slow vrogress is being
made. For 8 months in the year no rain
falls but by means of irrigation ditches
yunning in various directions from the
Great Snake river which we follow for
500 miles, the land is watered ahd abun-
dant harvests are gathered. |

From our car window for 4900
miles, the state generally looks like
a desert. Nothing grows but sage-
brush, greasewood, cactus, prairie-dogs
and Jack-rabbits. Turn on the water
and a garden blooms. All high-grade
farming is by irrigation, and where
everv farmer makes his own season and
controls his own rain, crop failures are
unknown. There has never been one in
Idaho. No rain on the new-mown hay,
no drouth when the grain-heads are
filling.

Nearly one-half of this State 1s made
up of steep mountains covered with
timber and containing mineral. Col.
Pat Donan, a resident of the West, was
one of the most interesting men we met
on this trip and his tund of information
inexhaustible. In a conversation with
the writer Col. Donan said : “Some of
the richest discoveries of gold in the
recent mining history of the world haye
been made in the Buffalo Hump region;
anld, if reports are true, the famous
Calumet-and-Hecla and Anaconda cop-
per mines are likely éoon to have
worthy competitors in the Seven Devils
Mountains.

Along the Oregon Short Line there are
already about 60 powerful irrigation
companies in operation, with 1,200 miles
of main canals and 1,500 miles of lateral
ditches, that have cost $4 500,000,
and irrigate 1,200,000 acres of land, of
which about 300,000 are under culti-
vation. The soil is inexhaustible, and
yields from 40 to 60 bushels of wheat,
50 to 90 bushels of oats, 40 to 60 bushels
of barley, 250 to 600 bushels ot potatoes,
and 7 to 15 tons of alfalfa, ‘the .desert
clover,’ to the acre. Every variety of
temperate zone fruit grows to perfection.
A clear profit of $500 to $800 an acre.on
fruit, in a single season 18 not uncom-
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We cross the Snake river on the morn-
ing of July 3rd and enter the great State
of Oregon. We again turn our time-
pieces back one hour and are now three
hours slower than Washington time. It
was like visiting our own kith and kin
as our train pulled up at the station at
Huntington. This was the door that
opened into Oregon and here we found
not only the latchstring.on the outside,
but the door wide-open and friends to
welcome us! Within was enough for
each and enough for all and we were
made to realize that we were in a land
which verily flowed with strawberries
and cherries! - The breakfast at Hunt-
ington was a feast of good things In
comparison to the ill-prepared food
served through the other States, after
which we begin our ride over the Oregon
Railroad and Navigation
line and view the beauties of Oregon.
Now all was life and gaiety, for Port-
1and had sent a big reception committee
to escort us to her portals, and the way
was literally strewn with roses. At

nearly every station the people were |

out to receive us and roses of all shades
and sizes were thrown about the carsin
bunches and baskets. We were sur-
feited with large and luscious cherries
and strawberries while the refreshment
car served most evervthing to quench
the thirst.

We stopped three hours at Baker City
where dinner was tendered us by the
Chamber of Commerce. The city was
gaily decorated, and with bands of
music, eloquent speeches and other
demonstrations gave usa warm welcome.
