INCREASE OF PRAIRIE DOGS,

The Animals Becoming a Serious Pest in
Western Nebraska.

E———————

The rapid increase in the number of

prairie dugs in Western Nebraska has

caused the experiment station connected
with the State University to experiment
with a view to suggesting means for their
extermination, savs a special dispatch to
the Chicago Record from Lincoln, Neb.

Few persons realize the amount of
damage done by the prairie dogs, and
hence no organized force has been ex-
erted against them. These pests have
become such a nuisance in Sheridan
county and other parts of Nebraska, es-
pecially in the northwestern part, that
the people are actually becoming quite
alarmed.

Ten vears ago there were but few
prairie dogs in the vicinity of Rushville,
and these it is claimed were 1n the same
“town.”’ Little attention has been paid
to the damage done by them until within
the last three or four vears. But since
then they have increased with alarming
rapidity, migrating to new places and
starting new towns. Asan example of
how fast they multiply mention may be
made of a “‘dog town’’ located just north
of Rushville. Three years ago this town
covered less than one hundred acres, and
at the present time it.extends over near-
ly four sections of land. Within a radius
of four miles of Rushville there are no
less than nine ‘‘towns,”’ covering as
much as 3,500 acres of pasture, which 1s
rendered almost useless.

The damage done by these little pests
consists in killing out the grass in their
“town.”” And that part of the ccuntry |
in which they may exist is almost entire-
ly used for grazing purposes, it 18 neces-
sary that the land be'saved against their
ravages.

For the purpose of exterminating the
prairie dog various methods have been
tried, some with complete success, whole
towns having been entirely killed out.
But what has been successful in one case

has not been in another, and the “‘dogs”’
continue to thrive.

The most important and practical
method of extermination consist in the
use of poisonous gasses and different
digeases and poisons.

“Tt is estimated that during the last
year 6,000,000 pieces of mail matter, in-
cluding all classes, were posted In the
United States,”” writes Patti Lyle Collins
in 7he Ladies’ Home Journalfor Septem-
her. ‘““Of this number, 6,312,731 were
sent to dead-letter office, making an

average receipt of about 21,000 letters

and parcels for each workingday. Dur-

ing this period more than 85,000 pieces |

were digpatched either with insufficient
postage or none at all, 32,000 bore no
address whatever, 34,000 were misdirect-
ed, 200,000 were unclaimed at hotels,
and something more than less the num-
ber wers sent to fictitious addresses.
And to these figures must be added

2,973,386 letters and circulars without

:nclosures of obvieus value which could
not be returned to the sender and were
destroyed. More than 50,000 letters
contained money amounting to $38,599,
while ‘32,422 included drafts, money
orders, etc., to the value of $945,000, to
say nothing of 30,000 with photographs.”
