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Hicks’ Forecast for September,

September normally is a month of
equinoctial storms and threatening, un-
settled weather, but the last half of the
month promises more than the ordinary
run of storms and general perturbation.

During the 4th, 5th and 6th these
storms will traverse the country east-
ward. The heaviest disturbances will

culminate as the moon passes over the |

celestial equator on and touching the

| 5th. Rapid changes to rising barometer

and much cooler weather will follow
storm areas from northwest. It 1s a
fundamental fact that earth and sun
pass an annual crisis in magnetic and
electrical excitation from about the 10th
to 15th of September. During this same
period in September we pass a reaction-
ary storm period and from about 9th to
13th solar perturbations will be natural
causing abnormal auroras, earth cur-

rents, electrical storms, volcanic activ-|

itv and seismic tremors in many quar-
ters of the earth. All the regular per-
iods this month will begin with high
temperature, will be attended by much
electrical energyv, with rain, wind and
hail in many quarters, winding up with
rapid rise of barometer, northerly winds
and sharp change to cooler.

The regular Vulecan period, 15th to
19th, may be counted on as a time of
marked and general equinoctial disturb-
ances. KEquinoctial hurricanes, or vast
cyclonic areas, are almost certain to
come up out of the south seas, menacing
and endangering all our Atlantic and
Gulf coast regions about that time.
Very warm weather will prevail over
our continent generally during most of
this period, but storms from the north-
west, attended by rain, lightning and
thunder, will develop as a counterpart
to the equatorial storms, and these will
be followed closely by a very high
barometer, heavy gales from the north-
west and probably snow and frost in
more northerly sections. ;

A reactionary storm pedrio falls cen-

' trally on the 21st, 22d and 23d. Unset-

h

tled, threatening weather, with probably
forceful storms, may be expected at this

| period, but the probability 6f dangerous

equinoctial storms is no greater at this
time than at any regular period within
ten or fifteen days before and after the
date of the equinox.

The last storm period for September
is central on the 27th, the same date
being the central day for the Venus
period. From the 25th to the end of
the month, decided storm conditions
will develop and run their usual courses
from west to east across the continent,
with rain and other storm accompani-
ments of greater or less intensity. A
Mercury disturbance, central in October,
cuts into this closing September period
and will intensify all storms that may
arise on and touching the 28th and 29th.
