The Whole Town Aroused at 3'a. m.
by a Big Blaze—Four Buildings
Burned to the Ground—The
Wells Pumped Dry.

THOUGHT TO BE OF INCENDIARY ORIGIN!

— =

Probably the biggest fire ever seen in
Rock Hall occurred vesterday when the
Knights of Pythias’ Hall, Mr. Lee Dur-
ding’s pretty home, Mr. Geo. Apsley’s
'home and Mrs. Thos. Brannock’s neat
[COltage were burned to the ground.

It was 3 A. M. when Mrs. Brannock
‘was awakened by a bright light. and
'looking out her window saw the hall
ablaze. She quickly gave the alarm
‘and in a few moments the town was
awake. Rock Hall’s fire brigade re-
sponded nobly and from beginning to
end worked like beavers. Every man
' volunteered and to their effective work
1s due the salvation of the town.

An incident worthy of special mention
was the work of Mr. Geo. W. Parks.
. When Lee Durding’s house was all on
fire and his neighbor, Dave Ayres’
‘home was smoking, Mr. Parks climbed
to the roof and sat upon the chimney
'hauling up water and plying it upon the
‘house.  For three hours he fought back
the flames using a wet piece of carpet to
protect his face from fire! By this
means he saved Ayres’ house and all
| below it.

The frame Hall, 20x80 feet, was
sheathed inside and burned like kind-
ling so that all the contents were burned.
| The lower room was occupied by Mr.
Louis Greenspun as a grocery and dry
goods store.
| He was in the city observing the
Jewish fast. The room above was used
by several societies and had been occu-
;piet] Thursday night by the Daughters
of America. Therehad been no fires in
the stoves and the ladies declare they
‘blew out all the lamps.
~ Next to the hall came Mr. Alexan-
~der’s small house tenanted by George
~Apsley who saved all his furniture but
‘the house was destroyed quickly.

- South of the Hall was Lee Durding’s
fine home with a number of small out-
buildings. The furniture was all saved.
A lot of cartridges exploded during the
fire and caused the people to stand afar

off.

The house in rear of the Hall belonged
to the Knights of Pythias and was oc-
cupied by Mrs. Thos. Brannock and
family, Mr. B. being absent from home.
She saved all her household effects.

Last Chapter in the Awful Murder
of Dr. J. Heighe Hill, of Millington,

Closes With the Death of
Joshua Baynard.

Joshua Baynard, colored, one of the
notorious Hill murderers, of Kent coun-

ty, who was serving a life sentence in |

the Maryland Penitentiary, died there
Monday. An operation for appendicitis

was performed about a week ago by Drs |

Theodore Cook, Jr., and Jos. IY. Ward.

Baynard was the last to die of the
eight negroes who were convicted of
the murder of Dr. J. Heighe Hill, in
Kent county, about seven vears ago.

'All were sentenced to be hanged, but

Gov. Brown commuted the sentence of
four to life imprisonment because of

The four whose sentences were com- |

muted were Baynard, Louis Benson,
Henry Hurtt and Charles X, Emory.
They were taken from the jail at Ches-
tertown secretly, and at night, and
brought to Baltimore on the iceboat La-
trobe, guarded by Capt. Cadwallader, of
the Western district, and a detachment
They reached the
penitentiary January 11, 1893.
