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A STRONG INDICTMENT!

Allegations That will be Proved.

The Republican party of Maryland,
after nearly four years rule in State and
Baltimore city affairs, is seeking anoth-
er lease of power. In Baltimore its
record was so notoriously bad and 1in-
competent the people in May last, by
the decisive majority of over 8,000, con-
demned its candidates and elected a
Democratic Mayor, made one branch of
the City Council entirely Democratic
and the other branch nearly so. To
save the city, and thus retain control of
the State, every Republican State ofhi-
cial, from Gov. Lowndes down, Senators
Weliington and McComas, Congressmen
Mudd and Pearre, and other Republican
State leaders, took part in the city cam-
. paign and plead for the election of
Malster. They knew of the incompe-
tency and worse of the Malster adminis-
tration. They knew the Malster ma-
chine was merely an aggregation of
spoilsmen. -They knew that 1t was
dominated by the worst elements of the
party in the city. They knew that
Malster’s success meant a continuation
of incompetency and corruption in city
affairs ; a continuation of police disor-
oanization and negro crime and disor-
der ; a continuation of high taxation
and debt augmentation, buf all this did
not concern them. It did not concern
them that Baltimore’s trade and growth
were suffering on account of high taxa-
tion, increasing debt and ,insecurity of
person and property, partisan success
was their object, that the favored few—
the Alleganey Ring and its satellites—
might continue to fatten on public office.
They believed, and so declared, that the
"salvation of the party in the State de-
pended upon the success of the Malster
machine, and they went to 1ts rescue.
They plead earnestly for Malster’s elec-
tion, and in doing so gave positive evi-
dence of being no better-than the ele-
ment in control of the city. No fair
minded man will contend otherwise.
To be consistent, every voter in Balti-
more who cast his ballot against Malster
must vote against Lowndes and the Alle-
gany Ring.

Having lost the first battle in the
campaign for continued power, they
hope for success in November upon the
allegation of pledges fulfilled and the
assumed fairness, impartiality and non-
partisanship of Gov. Lownde’s adminis-
tration.

We charge, and we will prove, that
the Republican party is so constituted
that it is incapable of giving to the State
that capable government which the peo-
ple need and demand. No party is fit
to rule this State whose freedom is clog-
ged with an ignorant, non-taxpaying
element, constituting eighty per cent. of
its vote in some counties and compris-
ing fifty per cent. of the whole in the
State. That party has been emboldened,
by promises in the past, to demand a
share of the offices, and that demand
has been acceeded to in a measure 1n
Baltimore, and will be acceeded toin the
State and counties in a larger degree, 1n
the event of Republican success, in order
to hold its loyalty for future contests.

We charge, and we will prove, that no
reform or beneficial legislation has been
accomplished that was not initiated by
the Democrats in the Legislature or car-
ried through by their aid and assistance.
The assessment law—all 1ts good fea-
tures—was the work of the Democrats ;
the free school book law was a Demo-
cratic conception and legislative enact-
ment before the advent of the Republi-
cans to power, and its full accomplish-
ment later was due to Democratic sup-
port. The good features of the registra-
tion and election law are due to Demo-
cratic amendment ; its ambiguities, its
cumbersomeness and its expensiveness
are all chargeable to the Republican
party. Thechange in the tobacco in-
spection law was the conception of a
Democratic State Senator, and 1t was
enacted by the solid vote of the Demo-
crats in the Legislature.

We charge, and we will prove, that a
considerable element of the Republican
party in the Legislature opposed all
wholesome measures, and delayed or-

canization of the House and wasted the
people’s time and money in a disagree-
able contest for the spoils of office.

We charge, and we will prove, that

Republican party cast aside and ignored
an ancient and honored law, commonly
known as the Eastern Shore law, in or-
der to put'the chief manipulator of the
Alleghany Ring into the United States
Senate, and that Gov. Lowndes, who
went about the Statein his canvass four
vears ago speaking of public office being
a trust for the benefit of the people,
prostituted every office in his gift to ac-
complish the election of his master.
- We charge, and we will prove, that
Gov. Lowndes has usually acted contrary
to his public utterances, and we allege
that he has neither the capacity to ac-
ceptably perform the duties of Governor
of Maryland, nor the courage to act con-
traé*y to the orders of Wellington, if he
had.

This is the indictment, not full, but
sufficient, if sustained by competent
proof, to condemn Republican rule in
Maryland, and in future articles we will
produce the evidence. After this is
done, and the case summed up and laid
before the people, who pay the taxes
and are interested in having capable
and honest administration of affairs—
we confidently expect a verdict of guilty
by an overwhelming vote.
