full roses?”’” She thought the warm
damp climate, 44 to 50 inches of annual
rainfall with no cold weather to kill the
most delegate plant, was the foundation
of success, though a great deal is due to
intelligent cultivation. People in Ore-
gon have become interested in rose cul-
ture and have learned many thing about
the plants. Mrs. Pershin thought that
1f she now lived in Maryland or Indiana,
with the experience gained in Oregon,
she could raise much finer roses than
shecould raise in the east when she
formerly lived there.

I asked her what to do to have success
with roses in Maryland, and I copied
her suggestions for the benefit of the
lady readers of the News.

She would send to G. R. Ganse, Rich-
mond, Indiana, for rose slips, 25 for $1.
Plant the slips in a large tub, the soil
having been prepared first as follows :
At the bottom of the tub first place lay-
er of charcoal three or four inches deep.
This serves to keep the water and soil
sweet and prevents souring. -Over the
charcoal place balls of yellow clay.
Make the clay into balls about as large
as the fist. The enterstices between the
balls of clay should be loosely filled
with sand. The rose must have the
vellow clay for nourishment. Take a
quantity of fresh cow manure soak it
three days in water. Pour one pint of
the liquid into two quarts of water and
use that much to wet the soil twice a
week after the buds have started.
