We are glad to be able to correct any
misunderstanding in regard to this asso-
ciation which has so many
and friends in this county.

We are reliably informed that the as-
sociation has at present a larger amount
of assets than any other assessment
association ever had in its history.

In connection with the above men-
tioned article in the Journal the associa-
tion issued the following statement :

“The three former officers or em-
ployes whose malicious attack upon the

Mutual Reserve Fund Life Association |

and its management is published in this
morning’s Journal are three who were

forced to leave the Association’s service |

because of disloyalty or incompetency.

“Their charges are absolutely false
and untrue, and the thorough but hos-
tile examination by the New
[nsurance Department just completed,
failed to sustain a single one of them,
but on the contrarv the unofficial declar-
ation of the Superintendent of Insurance
was that not one of the charges of dis-
honesty or mis-management had been
sustained.

‘“More than a yearago Jas. D. Wells,
who was formerly a vice-President of

the Association, with J, M. Stevenson, |-

who was one of the assistant Secretaries,

entered into a conspiracy to oust the |

The charges in question were
filed with the New York Insurance De-
partment during its recent thorough ex-
amination of the association’s affairs,
and the report of the department did
not sustain one of them. IFailing in offi-
cial sources, the authors of the charges
have just made them public through the
press. Immediately upon their publi-
cation President Burnham placed the
matter in the hands of Coi. Edward C.
James, the eminent lawyer, with 1n-
structions to vigorously prosecute to
punishment every one making or re-
peating the charges. Process was served
on both J. D. Wells and J. M. Stevenson
Friday, and the complaints against them
and others are now being printed, and

will be actively pushed.” f

association shortly after the death of
our late fellow townsman,;Colin F. Stam,
paid a policy of $10,000 on his life. The
late John B. Brown, of Centreville, well
known in this county also carried poli-

cies amounting to $10,000 in the associa- |
