Many oystermen, well
advanced in vears, and in thé business
all their lives, declare they never knew
marketable oysters so scarce as they are
now. We talk about “bloody war’’ and

' other terrible results, should thus and so

stantly depleting bars, or Rock Hall,
like other Fastern Shore towns, must go
to the wall. What that something will
he is hard to foretell or suggest, as there
is such a diversity of opinions among
those engaged in the industry; scarcely
two men think alike. Swan Point has

as has been the case for several seasons
past, but they are canght up and sold as
fast as they become of legal size, and
indeed, before they are of legal size.

This is a good move in the right direc-
tion, and if continued will aid very ma-
terially in protection for oar stock house.
