TO PORT DEPOSIT.

An Interesting Letter From a Well-
Known Kent Countian.

HAVRE DE GRACE, Oct.—1899.

MEgssrs., EpiTors: — As you thought
my former letter of sufficient interest to
merit a place in your columns, I have

concluded to trespass upon your valu-|

able space a second time, and in this
letter will endeavor to give you an ac-
count of & visit made to Port Deposit
recently.

In company with a couple of gentle-
men. of this place, we started to make
the journey on foot. Crossing the
bridge of the P. W. & B. R. R. to Perry-
ville, in Cecil county, we followed the
tracks of the Port Deposit and Columbia
Railroad, which runs along the bank
of the river the entire distance. The
morning was an ideal one for a walk—
glowing October weather—with a touch
of frost in the air; and this, together
with the beautiful and picturesque scen-
ery, made the journey one long to be
remembered. On one side were the
‘‘eternal hills, rock-ribbed and ancient
as the sun,” and on the other the smil-
ing river, glistening in the sunlight, on
its journey to the sea. Some of the
immense boulders on these hills jut far
out over the railroad tracks and make
one shudder at the thought of their
falling, while in other places there are
picturesque ravines, with miniature Ni-
agaras tumbling down their rocky beds.

Port DEPOSIT.

Port Deposit is situated immediately
on the river, and consists of one long,
narrow street, about a mile and a half
in length. - The high ridge of rocks
which go up precipitously from the
river banks forced it to grow in this
long, narrow line north and south.
Viewed from a boat on the river the
town 1s a pretty picture, its long row of
houses and stores having a charming
back-ground in the green hills. The
town 1s noted as having been the resi-
dence of the late Jacob Tome, a million-
aire, to whom it owes most of its happi-
ness and prosperity. It has also become
noted for the annual ‘“‘floods’” which
come on the breaking up of the ice in
the spring. Near the town is a wild
and rocky hill, known as Mt. Ararat.
We don’t think though, that this is the
place where the Ark rested, but have
no doubt it has often been used as a
place of refuge in the time of floods.

JacoB TomME INSTITUTE.

The evidences of the dead million-
aire’s generositv to his native town are
seen on every hand. The greatest of
his benefactions was the model free
publi¢ school which he founded here,
and which is known as the Jacob Tome
Institnte. The school has an endow-
ment of $S,000,000, exclusive of its
building funds, and is absolutely free,
first to the children of Port Deposit,
then to the children of the county,
Cecil, then to the children of Marvland,
and then to American children general-
ly. The building is a handsome one of
brick and stone, sarrounded by lovely

- grounds.

A FINE RESIDENCE.
The next object of interest in Port
' Deposit is the palatizl residence of the
dead mnllionaire. It is situated just
opposite the Tome Institute, built of the
granite quarried here, and is probably
one of the bhandsomest private resi-
dences in the State. Originally the hill
back of this residence rose in uncouth
fashion high above its tower and mans-
ard roof, but through blasting and hard .
work by masons a series of stone. ter-
races were built all the way up the hill-
side and then covered with vines, and
the effect is certainly unique. They
are known as the ‘““hauging gardens’’ of
Port Deposit. Mr. Tome’s widow still
lives in the mansion, carrving on hLis
enterprises and charities, being presi-
dent of the local bank, which is located
in the basement of this residence, and
also president of the Board of Trustees

of the Jacob Tome Institute.

TomMeE MEMORIAL CHURCH.

A short distance from this residence
1s another evidence of Mr. Tome’s liber-
ality to his fellow citizens. This is the
Tome Memorial M. E. Church, built at
a cost of $65,000. We were somewhat
disappointed in this church, however.
While we did not see the interior, the
exterior i1s not as handsome or imposing
as Christ M. P. Church at Chestertown.
This is only our opinion, however, and
perhaps the pride which we feel in the
people and institutions of the dear old
town on the Chester has biased our
judgment.

THE GRANITE QUARRIES.

Port Deposit’s chief industry to-day is
Is stone quarries.

SENATORSHIP.

Is the Seat of H, Clay Dodson in the Sen-
ate Vacant?—Case in Court of Appeals
—Mandamus Proceedings Against
Snpervisors of Election and
Argument of Counsel,

ANNAPOLIS, Mbp., Oct. 10— Today the
Court of Appeals heard arguments in
senatorial election case from Talbot
county, Mr, John P. Poe appearing for
J. Harry Covington, the Democratic
nominee for State Senator, and Mr.
Leon E. Greenbaum and Mr. R. Rastall
Walker representing the Board ot Super-
visors of Elections, who are appellees.

The appeal is from a pro forma decree
overruling the demurrer to the answer
of the appellees, Lewis Buifett, John T.
Trax and J. Harry Radcliff, Board of
Supervisors of Elections of Talbot, to a
petition for mandamus filed by Coving-=
ton to compel the supervisors.to place
his name on the official ballot to be
voted for in November, 1899, as a can-
didate for the State Senate from Talbot
It is contended that by reason
of his removal from Talbot county, and
accepting the position of Deputy Collec-
tor of Internal Revenue under the Gov-
ernment, the seat as State Senator of
H. Clay Dodson, Republican, became
vacant by force of the provisions of

Sections 10 and 12 of Article 3 of the
Constitution. The supervisors refused
to place Mr. Covington’s name on the
official ballot upon the ground that, in
their opinion, no vacancy exists in the
office of State Senator 1n Talbot county.

In his argument Mr. Poe maintained
that whether the vacancy exists or not
18 a question which the appeliees have
no lawful auathority to consider. He
claimed that under the statute they are
bound to print on the official ballot the |
name of the appellant, and have noth-
ing to do with the consequences. ‘“I'he
reasons the supervisors give for their
refusal,”” said Mr. Poe, ‘“are wholly in-
sufficient, the more especially as they
dictinctly disclaim all knowledge of the
facts which create the vacancy. Talbot
county,’” continued Mr. Poe, ‘'1s entitled
to representation 1n the Senate, and the
people cof that county havea right to say
by their vote who that Senator shall be,
Mr. Dodson’s failure to notify Governor
Lowndes of his disqualification cannot
deprive them of that right, nor can the
(Governor prevent an election to fill a
vacancy arising under the Constitution
by simply withholding his executive
warrant for an election,

“But the conclusive answer to the
whole contention on the part of the ap-
pellees is that they have no discretion
whatever. Their duty in such a case as
this is purely ministerial. They do no
injury to anybody by obeving the plain
and positive mandate of the statute,
while the consequences of their refusal
may be most serious.”’

Mr. Poe referred to the decision in
the case of Well vs. Munroe, in Anne
Arundel, as conclusive of the contro-
versy, and that accordingly the pro
forma decree shoula be reversed and a
peremptory mandamus be ordered as
prayed.

Mr. Leon E. Greenbaum, on the other
side, declared that the granting of the
relief prayed for would result in a judi-
cial repeal of Section 13, Article 3, of
the State Constitution, which, he said,
was compulsive and covers the entire
matter. This section was inserted in
order that the control over its own mem-
bership by the Senate should be absolute.
If the member becomes disqualified dur-
ing the session, the Senate, through its
President, orders a new election : if dur-
ing the recess, and the member dis-
qualified voluntarily announces the fact
by communicating to the Governor,then
the Governor orders the new election.
T'he natural inference is that if a mem-
ber does not announce the act of dis-
qualification, no one can announce it for
him until the Senate meets, when it
again assumes control over him by hav-
Ing control of the membership |ist.

““The Constitution says if the dis-
qualifying act is committed during the
recess of the Senate (and the act of
Henry Clay Dodson, if it done at all,)
was committed during that recess.
