Which proposed amendment 18 as tollows;

CHAPTER 1¢3.

AN ACT toamend the Constitution of Mary-
land, by adding a new Section to Artlclq Four.

SectTioN 1. Be it Enacted by the General
Assembly of Maryland, (three-fifths ot all the
members of both houses concurring,) that the
tollowing section be aund the same 1s hereby
proposed as anamendment to the Constitution
of the State of Maryland, and 1f adopted by
the legal and qualified voters thereof, as
hereinafter provided, the same shall stand as
an additional section to.Article 4 of said Con-
stitution, to follow section 3l and to be known
as Section 31 A.

31 A. In addition to the sum ot five hun-
dred dollars, which by the preceding section
the Mavor and the City Council ot Baltimore
1s authorized to pay to each of the Judges of
the Supreme Bench of Baltimore City, the
said Mayor and City Council of Baltimore is
further authorized to pay to each of said
Judges annually, a sum not exceeding fifteen
hundred dollars: provided that the same or
any part thereof. being once granted, shall
not be diminished during the continuance of

' in office.

And Be it Further Enacted, by
the authority aforesaid, that the said fore-
going section hereby proposed as an amend-
ment to the Constitution shall be,at the next
general election to be held in this State, sub-
mitted to the legal and qualified voters there-
of, for their adoption or rejection, in pur-
suance of the directions contained in Article
14 of the Constitution of this State ; and at
the said general election the vote on said
proposed amendment to the Constitution
shaﬁ be by ballot,and upon each ballot, there
shall be written or printed thi wox:t_is. ‘For
the Constitutional Amendment, Eud Against
the Constitutional Amendment,’ so that the
voter may elect; and immediately after said
election due return shall be made to the Gov-
ernor of the vote for and against said pro-
posed amendment, as directed by the said

l fourteenth Article of the Constitution.
