The following complimentary reference
was made to the Kext NEws publishers:

A Prosperous Business Firm.

One of the practical printer editors and
farmers of the Democratic Editorial Associa-
tion is its vice- president, Mr. Wm. Barger
Usilton, of the KENT NEwWS. He served his
apprenticeship on this paper, of which he be-
came balf owner in 1862, and is now associated
with his son, Mr. Fred G, Usilton, in the own-
ership. Since the present firm was formed,
in 1892, the KENT NEWS has become one of
the most attractive county newspapers pub-
lished in Maryland. Indeed, it is a model of
1ts kind typographically and a credit to our
journalism. The firm owns its publication
house, and the senior 1s the owner of *"River-
side,” the noted Kent county fruit farm of
the late Col. Edward Wilkins, near Chester-
town, where such rare “peach and honey”
were combined in older days.

Mr. Wm. B. Usilton was born in Kent coun-
ty Sept. 26, 1837. He received a good public
school education,and went to work early and
has stuck to it late in life. In the service of
the publie, outside of journalism, he estab-
lished the county treasurer system in Kent,
through which the local finances were put
on a good basis. He never held any other
public office, though as a candidate for the
State Sepate in 1883 he was defeated by only
four votes by the late Wm. D. Burchinal in
one of the hottest local contests ever carried
on in the county.

Mr. Fred G. Usilton, the junior partner, was
born Feb. 8, 1867 and educated at Washington
College and the Bryant & Stratton Business
College in Baltimore. He served a regular
apprenticeship to his father’s trade, going
into the office as *‘the printer’s devil in 1888,
He bought the interest of J, H. Plummer in
the paper in 1892 and since then has been co-
proprietor. He was instrumental in intro-
ducing many of the modern improvements
in the typographical art which have so much
improved the ‘character of the paper and
widened the ephere of its infiuence.

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DON'T “MIX THE BABIES UP.”

Novel Tags Used At The Hopkins Hospital To
Prevent Mistakes.

There will be no Pinafore business of
‘mixing the babiesup’ in the obstetrical
ward of the Johns Hopkins Hospital, if
the physicians and attendants in charge
can prevent it. Usually there are from
one to two dozen new-born babies in the |
ward and to the experienced eye they
all look too much alike. Even those ac- |
customed to handle them sometimes
have to look closely for distinguishing
features or marks on the mites of hu-*
manity. When the nurses are being
changed frequently, in the course of
their duties, the difficulties are increas-
ed of readily telling one baby from an_
other. The doctors say they don’t know
what would happen if a mistake was
made and Mrs. Smith should leave for
home taking Mrs. Jones’ baby with her
or vice versa. So they have hit upon a
happy solution of the difficulty. .

Each baby is tagged,and it is tagged
in a unique way. On a small square or
adhesive plaster is written the baby’s
name. This plaster tag is then stuck on
the baby’s back, just between the shoul-
der blades. The tag is waterproof, so
it is not affected by the baths given the
baby. It holds on tightly until the time
comes for the baby and its mother to
leave the hospital, when the tag may be
readily pulled off without causing the
baby any pain.

Some persons have thought that the
tagging was neccessary to distinguish
white from colored babies, but the phy-
sicians say that this is not the case.
While all new-born babies are red, they
say, the babies of white parents are a
pinkish color, while the slightest mix-
ture of negro blood will give an unmis-
takable reddish tinge to the baby’sskin,
