Oystermen’s Interests Discussed—-School Mat-
ters on the Island—Delightful Song Ser-
vices—Death of Horses—A Gun Acci=
dentally Discharged Blows a

Hole Through a Boat ! That

ROCK HALL LOCALS.

The proposed oyster legislation has
been pretty generally discussed by the
after supper debators during the week.
Of course the great majority of the
various assemblys in these parts are
opposed to the enactment of any law
shortening the oyster season. Much
indignation is expressed at the idea of
cutting off both ends of the tonging sea-
son, making a reduction of a month and
a half nearly while the dredging season
18 reduced only by two weeks. An im-
position to say the least. _

Never has there been as many en-
gaged in the catching of oysters on
Swan Point and Chester River as has
been witnessed the present season, nor
has any season of the past been more
propitious than the present one. The
implements and facilities of the tongs-
men have never been better adapted to
the prosecution of their work and yet,

our bars are crowded with shells, 50 per
cent. of which are literally covered with
a young growth of oyvsters, and there
never was a better spread of small
oysters that will be merchantable next
season.

Inasmuch as the tendency of oyster-
men are to increase the size of their
implements and rigging them for all
depths of water, the shortening of the
season. strikes us as not the proper
remedy for recuperating or protecting
the bars, as the reduction of the season
will be balanced by the greater facilities
for catching the bivalve and the drain
on the bars will be no less. A rigid en-
forcement of the cull law, making it
applicable to all catching, buying, or
otherwise engaged in the handling of

oysters 1s the remedy and all that is

needed for the preservation of the bars.

Our oyvstermen look with disfavor on
Mr. Shriver’s bill for the incorporation
of a planting company ;this if passed,
will, they claim, be the entering wedge
for the final transfer of the bay and
river bottoms to grasping corporations.
A few of the oystermen here who have
a ‘“‘pull’” on Tolchester, the basket fac-

tory and other summer jobs are dis-

posed to favor the taking of 15 days off
September, but the consensus of opinion
i1s ‘that if the closed season must be
lengthened let it be done by taking off
a portion of April. The oysters then
run small and prices very low, whereas,
1n September the oysters would be near-
ly double in bulk and price, save for a
few days only, when they then could
be laid out for a storm period and then
taken up at good figures. September
work 1s usually far better than April’s.

The fish bill by ex-Mayor Latrobe, if
passed in its present shape, will work
very much against our fishermen here,
as numbers of them each spring engage
in shad fishing in the upper bay.

It is not incumbent upon the teacher
of public¢ school No. 2, Eastern Neck, to
instruct in the 7th grade.
courtesy however, Miss Pearce has been
instructing in that grade whenever pos-
sible for her to do so, but owing to the
large number of pupils attending the
school such instructions have been very
limited.
