K1 PAaso REAcHED,

We soon landed in E] Paso, the
western gateway to Mexico, girdled
about with low adobes and under the
shadow of Mt. Franklin., Across the
Rio Grande is the old Mexican town of
Juarez with its ancient church, ete.
El Paso has 23,000 people, ninety per
cent of whom are employed by the rail-
road. Scores of Mexicans and Chinese
live here andwe were not very favorably
impressed with the far-away Texan
town. The time here is very purplex-

ing. When we reached the Ohio river |

we set our watches back an hour, and
when El Paso was reached we turned
back two more hours, as Pacific time is
adhered to from El Pagso West. At El
Paso Central time is used by citizens
and Pacific by the railroad. It was
8 o’clock when we arrived and after
staying two hours left at 8.

A few miles out of El Paso, sat down
among the sand bluffs, in the river bot-
tom and on the distant hilltop we see
the first and second of those stone mon-
uments which mark the boundary be-
tween the two countries, and which are
set down every few miles from here to
the Pacific Ocean.

Across NEw MEXxico.

In a few minutes after leaving El Paso
we cross the iron bridge over the Rio
Grande and we are in New Mexico. The
river isdry as a bone, but, we are told
that at certain seasons it overflows its
banks and floods the country. We cross
the southwestern corner a distance of
250 miles and at no time did we desire
to move our home. For a long time
the tracks followed closely the windings
of the river, amid blue lines of hills,
while far-off high peaks stand like soli-
tary sentinels. Then yellow and white
sand plains intervene, clad in scant
verdure of cacti, spear-grass and mes-
quite. In short we are traveling through
a part of the great American desert !

It was in the midst of this desert of
sand that several in our party exclaim-
ed ‘“‘what a beautiful lake !> We looked
and behold the picture with little islands
and the fringe of cool-looking trees along
the shore. These so-called lakes con-
tinued to appear during the day. We
queried our conductor about them and
were told that they were made of such
stuffl as dreams are made of. There
was no water no dreamy isles, no fringe
of foliage, nothing but the desert sands
and the palpitating air that makes the
illusion. It was a mirage.

We soon cross the boundary of New
Mexico into Arizona and a more for-
saken and barren waste of land we
have never seen. -Sand, sand, sand,
everywhere we look and for two days
we traveled through this desert and ex-
perienced the real ringing in our ears as
1f cotton was stuffed into them. The
stations are even barren of vegetation
and but thinly populated. These two
territories however are not all deserts
for we learn of a better country in the
interviews with the citizens. In the
mountains are riches untold, the wool
clip of 1899 was over twelve million
pounds, the coal fields extensive and
the timber districts vast and profitable.
The people have petitioned Congress to
help them in their distress and are
waiting for relief. Rain falls in torrents
at times but runs off rapidly and does
but little good. Reservoirs are needed
to hold the water, and water the land
in regular quantities. ;

Cacti rear its stunted head 40 feet in
the air—a sturdy, branchless, bulbous

?growt,h, used by Mexicans and Indians.

At Tucson, we come to a city of 7,000
people who are pleased with the hot
suns, strong winds and adobe huts. We
meet many Mexicans and Indians on
this route who find the country suited
to their tastes. The cliffs all through
these Arizona mountains are covered
with hieroglyphics and pictograph. The
Salt and Gila river valleys are full of
old ruins of early occupancy where the
cliff dwellers live in peace.

The sand has filled our car so that we
must leave the hottest place on earth
for our next letter. F. G. U.
