THE NEW SCHOOL BUILDING.

When and Where It Is to Be Located
—Immediate Action Guaranteed by
the Appointment of a I.ocal Build-
ing Committee. | |

The act passed at the recent Legis-
lative session authorizes the immediate
erection of a publiec school building in
Chestertown at a cost not to exceed $20,-
000. The following local committee is
named to arrange all details and super-
vise the construction of the said building,
namely : Wilbur Eliason, John K.
Aldridge, Milbourne A. Toulson, James
W. Lambert and William B. Usilton.
This committee expect to have a meet-
ing before next Tuesday and,if agreeable
to the board of County Commissioners,

they would like on that day to have an |

interview in regard to the matter and
take the preliminary steps necessary to

the early completion of the work in hand. | from the following facts :

The first, and one of the most import-
and matters in connection with the new
#chool building, is the location of same.
A considerable difference of opinion
exists. Four sité8 are most prominently
discussed, namely : The Eliason lot, on
the corner ol Calvert and Kent streets ;
the Jot corner of Cannon and Princess
streets, and two college lots, one on the
corner opposite Messrs. W. B. Copper
and T. E. Hayes, and the other the
Armstrong lot on the right of Washing-
ton avenue going up to the college, above
Mr. T. G. Wroth’s. The down town lot
has some decided advantages, but as its
use would necessitate the purchase of

two large dwellings, it is though the cost |

of that site may render i1t out of ‘the
question. The matter will no doubt be
carefully considered and treated as its
importance demands. The prejudice of
neighboring dwellers to school buildings
near by isone of the difficulties already
met with. One of the essentials of any
site 18 recognized by all to be large size
—affording abundant room for play
grounds as well as buildings.

Some very handsome and convenient
school buildings have been erected re-
cently in near-by towns. Havre de
Grace is said to have one well worthy
of our consideration; it cost $22,000, has
eleven rooms, with large hallsand cloak
rooms. Another very nice building is
in Elkton. It has six rooms and cost
$12,000. Another at Dover, Del., issaid
to be a fine model.

Our present school buildings are three
in number with nine rooms, 300 scholars
and eight teachers, namely : Prof. J. L.
Smyth, principal ; Miss Nettie Gooding,
vice-principal; assistants, Misses Mamie
W. Carroll, Mary C. Burchinal, Fannie
E. Stuart, Emma F. Davis, Hope
Wallis, and Olin A. Wilsoun in charge of
Manual Labor Training Department. In
the latter department there are 100
scholars. In Prof. Smyth’s department
which includes the four higher grades,
there are 76 scholars. In other grades
the number is from 30 to 40. The
trustees are : T. W. Russell, S. F. Smith

and Mrs. M. A. Toulson.

FREE DELIVERY.

The Betterton Route to be Started May 15th
—Supt, Stacey in Town Talking
About Two Trains.

LADIES AUXILIARY.

Emmanuel Ch urch Alive with Earnest

Workers—Interesting and Able
Addresses — Encouraging
Reports.

e

The Easton Branch of the Woman’s
Auxiliary to the Board of Missions held
its annual meeting in Emmanuel P. E.
Church, Chestertown on Tuesday and
Wednesday, May 1st and 2nd.

Delegates were present from the sev-
eral Parochial Branches of the Diocese.
The meeting from beginning to end was
most pleasant and interesting. The

session was opened on Tuesday evening

with a short service and address by the
Rev. Dr. Martin, Rector of Chester

Parish. In his address he spoke of the
wonderful and rapid growth of the
church everywhere, especially in the
Western part of the ceuntry, as shown

“Sixty years ago Bishop Brownell, of
Connecticutt, was appointed by Board
of Missions to visit the States West and
South of the Alleghany Mountains, and
report, for in all that territory stretch-
ing to the Pacific on the West and to
Gulf on the South, there was not a sin-
gle Bishop. He visited Georgia, Ala-
bama, Louisiana, Mississippi, Tennes-
see, Kentucky, Indiana, Illinois, and
the Territories of Florida, Arkansas,
Michigan and Missouri, and found only
20 congregations, 11 church buildings
and only 23 clergymen. One of them
was the Rev. John Maslin, the speaker’s
father. To-day there are 52 Bishops,
1889 clergymen, with over 4500 churches
and missions, and 244,707 communi-
cants, with institutions of learning,
homes for the destitute, orphanages,
hospitals, sisterhoods and agencies of
every kind-for the good of man. Forty
vears ago most of this vast tract of coun-
try bad never been seen by white men.
Now it is the home of an 1mmense pop-
ulation and of vigorous church work.
All this has resulted from the frequent
and generous offerings asked for and

applied to the mission work of the|

church, and this one answer to the
question too often asked, ‘‘What be-
comes of the money we give ?”’

There was a celebration of the Holy
Communion on Tuesday morning at
7.30 o’clock. |

At 9.30 A. M. Tuesday the business ses-
sion began. Reports from the Paro-
chial Branches of the Auxiliary Senior
and Junior Branches and of the Baby
Branch were presented and read ; also
reperts of the secretaries and treasurers.
All showed encouraging progress in this
great work of missions, |

The address of the Diocesan President
was an exceedingly able and interesting
paper, full of true missionary spirit,
with well presented cautions, warnings,
suggestions and encouragements. It
dea't with the direct work of the Aux-
iliary chiefly, but contained some remi-
niscences well worth repeating here.
‘““Several branches of the Auxiliary who
did not feel able to send alone a com-
plete box to a missionary or his family,
at the suggestion of Miss Emory, Gen-
eral Secretary of the Auxiliary, united
in contributing to what 18 known as a
‘Bishop’s Box.” This box 1s sent to a
Bishop of a Diocese, missionary or other-
wise, to be distributed at his discretion
among the missionaries of his jurisdic-
tion. It gives an opportunity for small
and feeble branches to do missionary
work within their means. It will be
gratifying to you, I am“sure, to learn
that our box this year was valued at
$112. It seemed to me a happy coinci-
dence that this first Auxiliary ‘Bishop’s
Box’ fromthe Diocese of Easton should
be sent to the Diocese of West Virginia,
where fixty-six years ago this coming
June my father, known to many of you
as the faithful Parish Priest, was sent
immediately after his ordination to the
priesthood by Bishop Meade, of Vir-
ginia, a8 a missionary to this very dio-
cese, known then, though, as the ‘wilds
of West Virginia.” The record of his
life there reminds one of the graphic
account St, Paul gives of the trials of a
missionary’s life. IHe was the only
Episcopal clergyman in the whole of
that vast couniry, which now has its
own Bishop Weeding, a Co-adjutor, and
inthe towns and villages where he found
few, if any, church members and no
church buildings, there are now from
one to four churches in each, with com-
municants to be numbered by hundreds.
Particular attention was urged as to the
quality of the goods sent in boxes, that
if second-hand they be serviceable, in
good condition and not soiled. W hatever
is sent let it be the best yvou have, even
if it be but little. A word was said to
those who are still uninterested in this
work, who think and say because they
have not strength and health, wealth
and position, there is nothing they can
do for the mission work of the church.
Are they justified in so thinking and
saying? Look among those you have
known and read of, whose names you
revere, and see if it is not the poor, the
humble and afflicted who put to shame

‘many who in their health and strength
laud wealth ¢come not to thie help of the |

l.ord in the mission armv that 18 wrest-
lirg with the forces of heathendom.

ELOPEMENT ENDS IN
THE ARREST OF MAN !

Couple Fled from Washington, But
Girl Was Left in This City
—Pursuit Spoiled Plans.

NEWARK, April 30.
- The sensational elopement of two
young society people of Washington, D.
C., culminated here today in the arrest
of one of the principals. The prisoner
18 Harry W. Catlin, lawyer, 32 years of
age. His fellow eloper is Miss Effie Mc-
Gill, 16 years old.

A - despatch received last Saturday
night by the Newark police from Supt.
Sylvester, of Washington police, said :

“Arrest Effie McGill, white, 16 years
old ; also Harry Catlin. Couple sup-
posed to be at Hoffman House, in your
city.”’

The dispatch gave a close description
of each.

Investigation at all the hotels here
revealed no trace of the runaways.
- Another dispatch yesterday from Sup-
erintendent Quirk, of the Philadelphia
police, said the elopers were probably

in Newark. Another careful search
here was futile. , |

Last night Chief Hopper received
another dispatch from Superintendent
Quirk stating that Catlin and his com-
panion had ‘‘escaped’ from Philadel-
phia, and were supposed to be on their
way to the home of “C. P. or C. B.
Clark’ here . Another search was also

in vain. Later a dispatch from the
same source sald the elopers were bound
for the Continental Hotel here. |

Early this morning Catlin arrived at
the hotel alone, and was arrested. He
made this statement :

“I eloped with Miss McGill. We left
Washington Thursday night and stayed
at the Hotel Walton, Philadelphia, un-
til yesterday. We intended to get mar-
ried, but the police were too hot on our
trail.  Last night I told Miss McGill’s
mother over the telephone that she
could find her daughter at the home of
Assistant District Attorney Thomas F.
Barlow, in Philadelphia. I then came
to Newark. We intended to come here
together.”’ |

This afternoon Supt. Quirk telegraph-
ed that Catlin would not be prosecuted,

and Chief Hopper allowed the prisoner
to go free.

They went to Mid-
dletown early in the morning and drove
down to Chestertown in order to see
for themselves what kind of a country
we have.

From Chestertown the company took
 Pippin’s team for the lower section of
the county and visited both Reck Hall
and Tolchester. They were heartily
received at all points. The visitors were
delighted with the beautiful sections
through which they passed, and state
that they will heartily commend the

enterprise to others for whom they are
acting. They believe the investment
in such an enterprise will be a paying
one. They returned home yesterday
morning and will at once take steps to
further the matier and expect to be back
to Kent very shortly.

Public Local Law

Operative in Kent County, Passed at
the January Session, 1900.

CHAPTER 136.

AN AcT to repeal Act of 1806 Chapter 193 and
to authorize the County Commissioners of
Kent county to provide for the building of
a Publie School House in Chestertown. and
to issue bhonds to pay for the same and to
levy an annual sum to pay such bonds and
the interest thereon as they mature and to
appoint a Commission for building and
equipping the said School House.

SECTION 1. Be it enacted by the General
Assembly of Maryland, That the County Corr-
missioners of Kentcounty are hereby author-
ized in their discretion to borrow on the
credit of said county an amount not exceed-
ing twenty thousand dollars, and to issue
coupon bonds therefor, in sums of not less
than one hundred dollars, to be signed by the
Presgident of said Board of County Commis-
sioners and countersigned by the Clerk there-
of and under the corporate seal of said Com-
missioners. bearing interest at a rate not
exceeding five per ¢centum perannum,payable
semi annually on the first day of July and on
the first day of January, of each year, which
bonds shall be exempt from all County and
Municipal taxation and the due or over-due
coupons for interest ghall be received by the
| Treasurer of siid county in payment of
county taxes, said bonds shall be payable in
sums of one thousand dollars in each year be-
ginning with 1905 and each year thereafter
until fully paid. Said bonds to be numbered
consecutively and to be redeemed in the
order in which they are numbered.

SeCTION 2. And be it enaeted, That saidk
County Commissioners are authorized to ad -
vertise at least once a week for four succes-
sive weeks in two newspapers published in
Kent county, for sealed proposals for the
negotiation of said bonds, and on & certain
day to be named in said advertisements, said
County Commissioners shall in their otfice in
the Court House in Chestertown open all the
bids received and award the said bonds tothe
highest bidder. provided, no bid lessthan par-
shall be accepted. |

SECTICN 3. And be it enacted, That the-
County Commissioners of Kent county shalk
in each and every year. levy upon the assess-
able property in Kent county, such sums of
money as may be necessary to pay the inter-
' @8t on said bonds and said 1ntervest shall be-
c¢ome due and also to levy such sums in
'addition ag may be required to pay or cedeem
the sald bonds as the same mature fron
time to time, until all said bonds snall have
been paid.

SECTION 4. And be it enacted, That the pro-
ceeds of the sale of . the said bonds shall be
puid over to the Commission hereinafter to
be named to be used and applied by said Com-
mission exclusively in the purchase of &
suitable gite of such quantity ot land as said
Commission may deem necessary, and in the
building and equipping of a public school
house in Chestertown, and said proceedsshall
be paid out for the purposes mentioned in
this Act under the diseretion and control of
said Commission, and upon the written order
of a majority of said Commission.

SeEcTION 5. And be it enacted. That imme-~
'diately upon the sale of the bonds provided
|

for by this Act, the Commission hereinafter
' named shall proceed to secure a proper site
'and plans for the building of said schook

tion of proper plans and specifications, said
Commission shall advertise at least once a
 week for four successive weeksin two news-
- papers pu blished 111 Chestertown for bids for
' the construction ot said school house, and
they shall award the contract to the lowest
' responsible bidder, who wili enter into con-
' tract, and execute a sufiicient bond with ap-
proved security for the erection and comple-
tion of said schoo! house, the said Commission.,
however, to have full power in their discre-
tion to reject any and all bids and to adver-
tise for other bids, -

SECTION 6. .And be it enacted, That the said
Commission hereinafter to be named shall
have the power to have condemned such
guantity of land as they may deem necessary
in order to carry out the provisions of this
Act, under the provisions of Sections 248 to
253, both inclusive, Article 23, title Corpora-
| tions, of the Code of Public General Laws of

this State.

SECTION 1. And be it enacted, That Wilbur
Eliason, John K. Aldridge, Jas. W. L.ambert,
William B Usiiton and Milbourn A. Toulson,
be and they are hereby created and consti-
tuted a Commission for the purpose of carry-
ing into effect the provisions of this Act
relating to the selection of a site, and to the
building and equipping of said school house,
with all the power and discretion hereinbe -
' fore mentioned.

SECTION 8. And be it enacted, That said
' Commission. befcre purchasing a site and
'contracting for the building of said school
house. may set aside and reserve ont of said
C$20,000 such sum as they may deein necessatry
for the equipment of said school house, in
