A Memorable Occasion in Chester-

town—The Graduates and Degrees
—The Alumni Reunion and Able

Addresses.

Washington College commencement
this week was a memorable event in
the history of the institution and of the
town. Never did the ladies dress more
becoming and look more charming than
they did this year.

The Baccalaureate Sermon,

The baccalaureate sermon was deliv-
ered on Sunday morning at the Metho-
dist Episcopal Church by Rev. Dr. L. E.

His discourse was sim-
ple, convincing and ornate and deliy-
ered in a charming manner. Said he—
The profit and advantage of Godliness
that comes to us now amid the many
dangers of life is sufficient reward but
there is even a greater profit in the
world to come. Every act of obedience
increases our God-like-ness, resemblance
between the image and man. This obe-
dience works profit to our lives. If obe-
dience to natural laws is profitable and
advantageous, then how much more the
obedience to higher laws. Does success
by chicanery, deception, etc., bring
profit? Can the money be left to the
children with a blessing? No greater
curse can come upon boys than to have
money left them. They have no pur-
pose in life and simply swim amid the
circling eddies and finally cast into the
slime of the shore. God’s promise that
““Godliness is profitable unto all things’’
18 fulfilled here and in the world to
come.’’

STORE PROPERTY BURNED !

Mr. B. S, Sutton’s Heavy Loss—Had But Little
Insurance on His Building and Goods—
The Origin of the Fire a Mystery.

A destructive fire occurred at Black’s
Station, in this county, last Sunday
night. The large mercantile establish-
ment of B. S. Sutton, with all the store
goods and the family belongings of the
proprietor, are a total loss. Mr. Sutton,
with his brother, George came to Ches-
tertown Monday morningand reported
the calamity. The young merchant is
one of the enterprising business men of
the county. He has been conducting

‘the mercantile business at the station

for the past five years, and had built up
a thriving trade. The buildings con-
sisted of a new two-story dwelling. The
loss is $7,000 on buildings and goods.
total insurance is $1,500 on goods and
1,000 on buildings, all in the American
of Philadelphia, represented by Mr.
Tilghman Shafer, except $833 in the
Philadelphia Underwriters, represented
by M. J. G. Beck.

Mr. Sutton states that the origin of
the fire is a mystery. He slept in the
dwelling connected with the store, and
with his wife and 2-year-old child retired
about the usual hour Sunday night. At
11 o’clock he awoke and went to the
store to get a drink of water. As soon
as he opened the door the flames flagshed
in his face. Mr. Sutton had barely time
to save his wife and child, all their
clothing and household goods being
destroyed.

Selected for the New Public School | Watermelons and Canteloupes also

Building in Chestertown.

- Our readers generally, and especially
those directly interested in the Chester-
town Public School, will be delighted to
learn that the committee having the
matter in charge has been successful in
securing an ideal site. Had the whole
town been at their disposal the com-
mittee could not have done better. The
property purchased is located on the
corner of High, Mill and Calvert streets,
and was long known as the residence of
the late Gen. George Vickers. The
beautiful grounds have always been
handsomely kept, and are now even
more attractive than ever.

This property has for some years been
the residence of Mrs. Alice A. Constable,
and belongs to her and her daughter,
Miss Blanche Constable.

Mrs. C. has two fine farms in Kent
also, and has for some time been con-
sidering the advisability of disposing of
this town property by dividing it into
building lots. The school committee
readily saw the great advantages of the
site and promptly made the purchase,
which guarantees the continuance of
the grounds in one block as now, with
all the beauties of the High street front
in trees and shrubbery, and an archi-
tectural building which will be a fit
associate of the two handsome churches
near by.

The grounds front one hundred feet
on High street, nearly three hundred
on Mill street, and about one hundred
and sixty feet on Calvert street. The
price paid is $5,000.00 cash. Possession
is to be given July 30, next, by which
time the committee hope to have plans
and specifications in the hands of build-
ers, 80 that the improvements may be
completed as speedily as possible.

The committee recognized the vital
importance of securing the best possible
location for this important interest, in
which the whole community is con-
cerned — or should be —and for that
reason they have expended a 1arger
sum than was expected for the site;
but, because of the great advantages in
the one secured, they feel fully justified
in the extra expenditure and that the
community will sanction it. Every

other site available had seriously objec-
tionable features, and besides the cost
of purchase would have necessitated
large expenditures for approaches. The
one secured 1s already to hand—graded,
shaded, enclosed, in the centre of the
town, with pavements in every direction
and good drainage at hand.

So well pleased are some of our citi-
zens that they think a considerable sum
can be secured in donations to aid the
cause. The committee will heartily wel-
come gifts of large or small amovnts.

We have not
been able to learn how he got cut this
time, but our Circuit Court will no doubt
investigate the matter and see that its
dignity 18 not wantonly overrided and
the peace of our community thus im-
perilled. Taylor remarked, upon arriv-
ing in town : ‘““The jail or the cut can’t
hold me.”” Taylor says that Gov.Smith
was at the House of Correction on the
156th and pardoned him out for “inform-
ing on other prisoners.” No one here,
however, believes this yarn.
