Capt. C. A. Leary, Tuesday submitted
to the County Commissioners a report
of their management for the past fiscal
year. The report showed a total cost to
the tax-payers for the maintenance of
the institution of $2616.08. The average
number of inmates during the year was
33, with an average cost per inmate of
$79.27. 1
‘“home’”’ during the past 12 months.
The farm receipts off 300 acre farm
were $597.54, net. The wheat crop
brought $348.16; Keifer Pears, $115 ;
corn $124.68 ; total receipts being $739.-
67. The exvenses were about $500 less
than last year. The report makes an
excellent showing, and reflects credit
upon the management.
