DECLARED THE PARAMOUNT
ISSUE of the CAMPAIGN !

The Democratic National Convention
of 1900, which met in the unew conven-
tion hall at Kansas City at noon Wed-
nesday, developed a decided surprise.

Not only was the plan of the leaders
for a one-day convention spoiled, but
nothing beyond the actual work of or-
oanization was accomplished, notwith-
standing that the convention was I1n
session until 10.34 o’clock at night.
Three sessions were held—from noon to
2.30 p. m., from 4.43 to 4 51 p. m. and
from 8.33 to 10.34 p. m. At the last
named hour an adjournment was taken
until 10.30 o’clock next morning, which
is equivalent to 11.30 1n our time.

The opening session was devoted to
the selection of Gov. Chas. S. Thomas,
of Colorado, as temporary chairman, a
speech by Gov. Thomas, the reading of
the Declaration of Indepencence and
the appointment of committees. The
second session transacted no 1mportant
business, as the committecs were not
ready to report. At the night session
all the committees reported except that
on resolutions, which was stiil debating
the platform. Congressman James D.
Richardson, of Tennessee, was selected
as permanent chairman and made a
speech ; Ex Gov.J.P.Altgeld, of Illinois,
also spoke. As the committee on reso-
lutions was not ready to report, the con-
vention accomplished little of actual
The committee on resolutions
held a meeting and debated the plat-
form in lively style. Three drafts of
the platform were presented. One of
these was from R. L. Metcalf, of Ne-
braska, and was accepted as Mr.Bryan’s
expression upon this question. It con-
tained a specific plank declaring for the
free coinage of silver at 16 to 1. Other
provisions in this platform aimed at
trustg, the protective tariff and the im-
perialistic policy of the McKinley Ad-
ministration. Liberty and home gov-
ernment were promised to the Filipinos
and sympathy was expressed for the
Boers.

The two other platform drafts were
submitted by ex-Judge Augustus Van
Wyck, of New York, and L. F. Garrard,
of Georgia, respectively. They did not
differ materially from the Bryan plat-
form, except that they contained merely
a reaffirmation of the Chicago pilatform
without specific mention of 16 to 1.

The committee soon plunged 1nto a
debate. Senator John W. Daniel, of
Virginia, and W. D. Daly, of New
Jersey, spoke against a 16-to-1 plank. J.
R. Fitzgerald, of Colorado, and George
Fred Williams, of Massachusetts, spoke
for 16 to 1. There were several other
speakers.

The convention was marked by scenes
of extraordinary enthusiasm. There
were two notable demonstrations. One,
an ovation to ex-Senator David B. Hill,
of New York, lasted 20 minutes in the
afternoon. The other came at night,
when Permanent Chairman Richardson
mentioned Hon. William J. Bryan’s
name, It lasted 30 minutes.

On the second day the convention
adopted its platform and nominated
Hon. William Jennings Bryan for Pres-
ident of the United States.

The nomination of Mr. Brvan was
unanimous. Every vote in the conven-
tion was cast for him as the States were
called.

The platform, as reported by the com-
mittee on resolutions, was adopted by
the convention without debate and
without a dissenting voice. It begius
with declarations on the guestion of 1m-
perialism, which it declares to be “‘ihe
paramount issue of the campaign.”” A
jarge part-of the text is taken up with
this topic. The next problems dealt
with, in the order named, are the Mon-
roe doctrine, militarism, trusts, the
tariff and the interstate commerce law.
Then comes the silver plank, whicn
contains a declaration for the free coln-
age of silver at 16 to' 1.

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APPALLING CALAMITY !

some bales of cotton on one of the
ocean piers took fire about 4 o’clock last
Saturday afternoon at Hoboken, N. J.,
and thie results that followed are fright-
ful. The pictures of burning ships and
the agonies of tlie imprisoned human
beings as they looked through the port-
holes and windows and begged piteous-
ly for release from the fiery furnace, are
horrible. The following summary of
the terrible calamity is from the Balti-
motre San :

The appalling loss of life and prop- |

erty caused by the fire at the North
German Lioyd Company’s piers at Ho-
boken, N. J., on Saturday is without
parallel in this country. Three steel
steamships were destroyed and another
Many persons were
burned to death, while scores were
drowned, It is believed that fuliy 300
perished. Property of the estimated
value of $10,000,000 was consumed by
the flames. Altogether the fire was the
most destructive ever known in the
piers and shipping of New York. There
has been greater loss of life at sea 1n
recent yvears from disasters to ocean
liners, notab'y in the case of the Bour-
goyne. But the ships which were des
troyed in the harbor of New York on
Saturday were at their piers taking on
cargo, and presumably in the safest
place possible. 1If they had been
steaming in midocean they could scarce-
ly bave burned more quickly, while if
they had been filled with passengers
the loss of life would have been stu-
pendous. It may be that the docks at
Hoboken are provided with all the
necessary facilities for extinguishing a
fire. If this be the case it would seem
that little or no use was made of these
facilities on Saturday when fire was dis-
covered on the North German Llovd’s
Company’s pier, Before the ships could
be moved from the dock three of them
were enveloped in flames, while the
fourth was burning in several places.
The crews of the vessels were caught
like rats in a trap, and although some of
the men escaped others were penned in
the holds of the ships and met death 1n
1ts most awful form. Evidently the
docks of Hoboken, in the light of Sat-
urday’s disaster, are not as well pro-
tected against fire as they should be,
otlierwise such a disaster as occured
there in broad day light would hardly
have been possible. With a great mass
of inflammable material on the piers,
such precautions should be taken at all
times as would check a fire before it
made dangerous headway. With vigilant
watchmen, close inspection and modern
equipment there should be little chance
of such a catastrophe as that which oc-
curred in New York harbor. The delay
in moving the ships from the piers after
the fire began was partly the cause of
the loss of life on board the vessels.
Perhaps it was impossible to get them
a®ay from the burning docks more
quickly than was done. But with the
flames spreading from pier to pier and
every indication that the progress of the
fire on the docks could not be checked,
it appears that tugs were not available

antil too late to move the vessels out of |

the reach of the flames. In view of the
circumstances attending the appalling
disaster it is doubtful whether adequate
provision has been made at the greatest
port in the United States for the safety
of its shipping and piers.
