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LITTLE CHAUNCEY PARKS.

The Drowned Lad's Funeral on Sun-
day was largely Attended.
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In our last issue of the NEws was
given a full account of the drowning of
Chauncey Parks, the youngest son of
Mr. Rufus F. Parks, one of our prom-
inent merchants. Chauncey was a pret-
ty little boy and bid fair to grow up
into noble manhood. He was the pride
of his parents—the mother’s heart treas-
nre—and a favorite of a large circle of
relatives and friends.

As stated in the News last Saturday,
four boys—Joe Burchinal, John Groves,
Sam Armstrong and Chauncey Parks,
ranging in age from 12 to 14 years—se-
cured a boat and rowed down the river
to a stake opposite the residence of Mr.
Arthur Brown, a short distance from
town. They fastened the boat to a stake
and undressed, and soon were enjoying
the bath. They could all swim but
Chauncey, and he wisely held on to the
boat for some time. DBut gradually
gained courage and risked a stroke in
ten feet of water without aid. It was a
fatal venture. The tide swept him out
and he could not sustain himself. He
went under and the boys so greatly
alarmed that they did not know what
to do. One of them—John Groves—
boldly went to his rescue and grasped
him as he was going down the second or
third time. But the task was too much
for the brave rescuer and he narrowly
escaped with his own life.

The alarm was given, and the news
quickly flew over the town. The par-
ents were appalled at the dread news,
that their bright little boy, who bhad
been but a little while before in the fam-
ily circle so bright and happy, should
now be beneath the waters of the river,
was a terrible blow indeed !

A great many persons went quickly to
the scene of the drowning and rescuing
parties were immediately at work to
rescue the body, but long and tedious
labor was before them. A long seine
was secured and used under the direction
of Messrs. Robert N. Boston and D. P.
Cox. The river bed was scraped for
fhours without favorable resuits, but
about half-past nine o’clock on Friday
night—ten hours after the drowning—
the net was drawn in laden with 1ts
orecious freight. The body was found
not more than a hundred yards from
the spot where it first went down, but
out in deep water. And though in the
water so long, there was comparatively
few mutilations of the remains.
