THE ANNUAL REGATTA

Of Chesapeake Bay Yacht Club
Be Sailed August 9th.

e ———— T— T

On Thursday, Aug. 9, at noon, the
fourteenth annual regatta of the Chesa-
peake Bay Yacht Club will start from
the railroad pier at Claiborue. These
events are always interesting, but this
will be doubly so from the fact that it
may determine the winner of the An-
chorage cup.

Some years ago Commodore Chas. A,
Chipley donated a handsome cup for
competition at the annual regattas, the
boat winning it three times to become
its permanent owner. It is called the
‘‘Anchorage’”’ cup from the Chipley
countryseat. The Wm. V. Wilson, own-
ed by Capt. Hartje, of West river, has
won two legs, the John B. Harrison,
owned by a syndicate headed by Capt.
Harry Kinnamon, of Tilghman’s Island,
has won the cup once, and the Island
Blossom, owned by Myers Brothers, of
Oxford, has won it once. Capt. Hartje
i1s anxiously awaiting the next trial, as
1f successful now, the cup will be his.

Entries for the regatta will close at
10.30 a. m. the day of the race. The
length limit of the boats will be 29 to
36 feet on the water line. DBoats under
290 feet must enter at that length, over-
hang and round sterns not barred. The
prizes will be $40 for first boat, $20 for
second and $10 for third. Arrange-
ments have been made to have sailing
craft follow the race for the benefit of
spectators. The committee in charge of
the regatta consists of Clerk Wrightson,
Mr. Zenas Burns and Dr. J. A. Stevens,

The boats that sail in this regatta are
in some respects the most beautiful in
the world, and -are a type used only on
the Chesapeake for racing. They are
of great length for their beam, and carry
an amount of eanvas which, to the in-
experienced yachtsman, seems appall-
ing. In order to prevent the boat from
capsizing as a result of carrying so
many anc¢ such big sails, the crew perch
out on the end of long boards that ex-
tend over the windward side of the
boat, their weight acting on the levers
to counterbalance the pressure of the
wind. This living ballast displays great
nimbleness in shifting itself to suit the
pressure, and on the manipulation of
the outrigger or sliding boards often
depends the success of the craft.
