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NEW OYSTER LAW.

commander Howard Says the Oyster-
men Will Like It.

A special dispatch to the Baltimore
Sun says :— Commander Howard says
that nearly all persons connected with
the oyster industry in Maryland are be-
coming entirely reconciled to the new
oyster oyster law of the State since 1ts
operations have become well under-
stood. He himself feels more encouraged
in its enforcement by the many reports
of satisfaction with its details that come
to him from time to time. He says:

“‘In Dorchester county the oystermen
engaged in the taking of oysters, the
packers and shippers are all satisfied
with the excellence of the provisions of
the law. The packers and dealers get a
better class of oysters than ever before,
because the culling is done and the in-
gpectors and measurers do their duty

to the waters to grow. There they
remain, and they are as much the
property of the oystermen as before.
They are the seed of the future, and the
destruction of the seed 1s not permitted,
so that there will be reasonable hope
of a crop. This young growth every-
where gives promise of great abundance
in the near future, and their present
protection is a guarantee of the future.
The smail oysters of this season will not
only grow to full size in a few months,
but they will multiply and leave their
decendants. The one essential thing is
to protect the young and exclude them
from the rapacity and greed of incon-
siderate people. Nothing has done s0
much in the past to deplete the oyster
supply of the prolific waters of the
Chesapeake bay and its tributaries as the
wholesale raids made upon young and
immature oysters by the fishermen with
the connivance of the dealers and pack-
ers. Every oyster brought to market is
measured by officers who are instructed
to do their duty.

“In Kent county it is stated that the
oyster tongers and runners are very
much pleased with the inspectors and
that the new law give great satisfaction
in this respect.

In my judgement the
whole trade is benefitted by the whole-
some provisions of the law, but to get
the full benefits of its provisions it
must be fearlessly enforced and outside
interference prevented for any consid-
eration whatever. The tongers and the
runners and others get better prices,
the packers get a better class of goods,
and therefore command better prices,
and the supply is kept up.

“‘During the late campaign great politi-
cal use was made of the law, and it had
its effect for the time being, because suf-
ficient time had not elapsed to demon-
strate its advantages. The oystermen
w hose prejudices were appealed to were
simply deceived. They see now that its
enforcement is a great benefit to them
and to all ernnected with the industry.
The law protects them and it protects
the oyster.” )

Gov. John Walter Smith says he 18
very well satified with the results that
have come to his knowledge. Ie says
the destruction of the seed oyster was
fatal to the whole industry. It was
equivalent to farmers using their seed
corn or seed potatoes. So far as he had
heard, the operations of the law, as
they are beginning to be fully under-
stood, give entire satisfaction.
