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to the land on which this house now
stands. This title was mandatory, com-
manding them what they should do, and

what they were commanded to do, and

that they shall erect or build, or cause to
be erected or built, a house or place of
worship for the use of the members of
the Methodist Episcopal Church in the
United States of America, according to

rules and discipline which from time to

time may be agreed upon and adopted by
the ministers and preachers of the said
church at their General Conference 1n
the United States of America.  Another
feature of that trust deed gave those trus-
tees, in the event that the people failed
to contribute funds sufficient to pay the
cost of the building, and the trustees, or
any of them, had to advance money to
pay the expenses of the building, they
were given authority to sell the property,
pay the debts and pay over tothe annual
conference, through the stewards, what-
ever surplus there might be.

Another noticeable feature in this old
deed is the naming of the house to he
built for the Society to worship in, while
Barret’s, Dudley’s, Hynson’s and many
others were named after their chief pro-
moters, with the word chapel attached,
making Barret’s Chapel, Dudley’s Chapel
Hynson’s Chapel, etc. This was named
after the local section of the county In
which it was situated, and instead of
chapel, the term meeting house was
added, making it the Still Pond Meeting
H ouse of the Methodist Episcopal Church
of America. Thus in the term ‘‘Meeting
House’”’ continuing the custom of the
people who had been the leading society
in this locality for about one hundred
years.

That Methodist Meeting House as those
old papers called it, was of biick, and
stood where this house stands, but side
t> the public road instead of end to as
this does, and according to my best judg-
ment and recollection i1t was a building
of about 30 by 50 feet. A one-room build-
ing with an end gallery and very high
pulpit. It had two entrance doors, one
in the end, under the gallery and one in
the side next the road, with a long aisle |
from the end door to che pulpit and one
from the side door to the main aisle di-
viding the floor into three sittings and
the gallery commonly used by the colored
people. Beside these three divisions of
seats on the main floor there were about
three benches on each side of the pulpit,
running lengthwise of the church, and |
the house was heated by wood-burning
stoves. In front of the stile or entrance
gate to the church yard stood an stepping
block or platform about about three and

three steps, on the top of which ladies
coming to church on horseback would
dismount and remount on leaving. This
convenience for lady equestrians I think
remained there in use as long as the old
church stood.

The old walls of the church showed
lainly that greater length had been
added after the first building had been
erected and have been told by persons
living here at that time that the first
building about thirty or thirty-five feet
long was found to be too small and 1n a

few years an addition was built to the |

end, giving room to seat possibly three |
hundred people.

The old Kent circuit records show the
names of eighty-four contributors to' the
fund for a parsonage for the preacher in
charge of the circuit, and of that eighty
four, twenty-two are recognized as Stild
Pond people. Ofthe five $50 contributors,
two of them are from Still Pond. Benj.
Price heading the list with $50 and Jos.
Webb, another $50 contributcr, with
numbers of other $30, $25, $20 and smaller
contributions from Still Pond. The total
contributions foot up $1,312.50.  Unfor-
tunately the Circult records do.not give
the date of that transaction but W. W,
Foulks figures as a worker in the col-
lections and he was preacher in charge
on the Circuit in 1843 and 1844 accord-
tng to the record.
