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RIPENED SHEAVES
Death Claims Some Grand Men and
Women For Its Own

REV. DR. J. B. MERRITT.,

This able divine and highly esteemed
citizen of Kent county died at his home
in Worton yesterday. He had been in
failing health for some time and every-
body seemed pained when it was known
that he could no longer mingle with
his fellow citizens, who so highly es-
teemed him. His social qualities were
of a high order and the community in
which he located and had liyved for some
years were greatly attached to him.

Rev. James Black Merritt, D. D., was
born Sept. 20, 1826; he received his
education i1n the common schools and
Dickinson College and in 1858 was ad-
mitted to membership in the Philadel-
phia Conference in the M. E, Church.
He married Miss Hannah Pleasanton,
daughter ef Dr. Samuel Webb, April 10,
1855, near Dover, Del. He served as
pastor at Chestertown for several years
and was very effective and popular. He
was regarded as one of the ablest
preachers in the Wilmington Confer-
ence ; he was a leader in that body, a
man of marked eloquence, depth of
Christian experience and earneast desire
to promote the cause of Christ amorg his
fellow men. He increased the spiritual
welfare of eyery'congregation of which
he has been pastor. Dr. James B. Mer-
ritt, a prominent physician of Easton,
Md., is a son of the deceased ; a daugh-
ter, Eliza Pleasanton, married Mr. A.
M. Hepbron, of Baltimore.

Fraternally, the deceased was con-
nected with the Masons, and politically
he was a straight Democrat.
