“Dixie Land’”’ Friday, when her *“‘Jim
Crow’’ law went into eflfect.
ward appearances no one seemed dissat-
isfied, and least of all those directly
affected by the law—the colored race.

There were heard one or two mum-
blings from individnals 'whose appear-
ance 1indicated thatthey had more white
than colored blood in their veins, and
i1 one instance a Sparrows Point col-
ored woman, who learned that the law
had gone into effect after she had bought
her ticket and boarded a train, sacri-
ficed her ticket and went to Baltimore
on the electric cars. She was the only
cclored person in the car.

“Qo dis iz a white cyar?”’ she asked
aloud. ‘‘Ah was born in slavery, but
Ah guess when Ah pay de money Ah’s
oot just as good a right as anybody to
ride where ah please. If Ah can’t ride
in here Ah won’t ride at all.”’

So saying she left the car and con-
tinued her oration for the benefit of a
colored bagegage hand and seyeral col-
ored Joungers about the station.

Beyond these few showings of resent-
ment and the fact that the negroes went
to their compartments without being
told, the “Jim Crow’”’ law failed to make
Friday different from any other day.

But One Black Passenger.

Friday morning but one negro pas-
senger left the Tolehester whart With-
out a murmur he walked to the reserva-
tion for his race and seated himself 1n
a comfortable rocking chair, while many
whites on the boat were crowded in
little corners enyiously watching him
and jealous of his seclusion.

Any passenger who shall refuse to
occupy the space set apart for persons
of his color may be ejected from the
train and also flned, not less than $5,
nor more than $50, or be confined 1n
Jail not less than 5C days, or may be
punished by both fine and imprison-
ment. A conductor who shall fail to
perform his duties under the law may
be tined not less than $25, nor more
than $50, but the railway company that
fails to proyide separate accommodations
for the two races without discrimination
will be liable to a fine of not less than
$300 nor more than $1000 for each
offense.

The act does not apply to railroad
employees, nurses, officers in charge of
prisoners, or to the prisoners. Nor
does it apply to the transportation of

passeugers in caboose cars and to parlor |
or sleeping cars, or to through express |

trains which-do no local business.

The provisions of Chapter 110, which
applies to steamboats, are similar to
those of the law affecting railroads.
The provision against discrimination 18
as strict, and the same exceptions are
made as to nurses, officers and prisoners.
The same fines are provideQ for obstre-
perous passengers and for pursers or
captains as are ordained for similar
offenders on railroads.
