The time is measured by a very curi-
ous little water clock, consisting of &
metal cup, made usually of brass or
copper, with a smal! hole pierced in
the bottom. At the commencement of
eachh hour this is placed in a basin of
water. The water gradually runs
through the hole until at the expiration
of the hour the cup sinks to the bottom
of the basin. It is then taken out,
emptied and set again to measure off
the next sa’a, and so the process is
continued throughout the twenty-four
hours.

This instrument is usually kept {n
the village mosque. . In order to pre-
vent all interference with it a watch-
man is set over it, who notifies the ex-
piration of each hour from the minaret
of the mosque.

At the end of the sa’a the opening in
the side of the segia through which the
water flows is closed with clay, and the
water is cut off and allowed to flow
down the main channel to the next
plantation.

THR-WIHITE TIIUSE,

President Madison’s Part In Thus
Naming the Executive Mansion,
Just how the White House came to

be so designated is a question on which

historians differ., A local historian in

Washington thinks that the burden of

proof tends to give credit for the name

to I’resident Madison.

The structure was made of Potomac
river freestone, end the capitol proper
was Dbuilt of the same stone. At the
time the British burnod the executive
mansion they did a ..t of other dam-
age, and the country was pressed for
money to repair the same. The walls
¢f the mansion were only slightly dam-
aged, other than Dbeing Dblackened Dby
smoke. Money was scarce, and con-
gress made an appropriation to have
the outside of the house painted. White
was selected as the best color, Madison
in a letter to a personal friend wrote:
“Come in and see me at any time. You
will always find me in at the White
House.”

The executive mansion may have
been called the White House betfore
that time, but this investigator says
that he has never been able to find any
record of it. If Madison did not offi-
ciate at the christening it has been,
emphatically stated by the historian
that he took a prominent part in pub-
lishing the fact that the White House
was to be the name of the mansion,
Up to the time of President Madison
the executive mansion, which is the
legal name for it, was generally Spo-
ken of as the president’'s house, but
gince then. it has been known Dby its
permanent name of White House.

Scum on the Water,
