What Ex-Gov, Jackson Says.
Senator Brewington, the personal

friend of Ex- Goy. Elibu E. Jackson
and editor of the Wicomico News, has
the following interview on Thursday :
““The interview published last Sat-
urday as coming from Congressman
William H, Jackson has been pretty
generally condemed by Democrats, and
not a few Republicans have set their

seal of disapproval upon the language
used.

“From a party standpoint we feel sure
the interview will have the effect of ce-
menting the Democratic party on the
Iiastern Shore. We speak authorita-
tively when we say that the Congress-
man went beyond his bounds when he
brouglit his brother’s name into the
interview.
