DR. SHARP AND THE BABIES.

He Advocates Skim Milk fur Infant’s, —Phy-
sicians and Mothers Alike Interested,

Dr. A. P. Sharp,‘“Mayor of Rock Hall”’
has taken up a new tudy-—that of food
for infants, He advocates the use of
skim milk for infants and says:

“It is somewhat surprising to the
writer that so little value as a food is
placed on skim milk by the public and
the medical profession, the latter often
directing cream as a food for infants,
when they ought to know that there 18
no life-sustaining principle in it for
growing infants, who mneed cassine
(cheese). Pbosphoric acid, lime nitro-
gen, sulphur and sugar are all 1mpor-
tant in the formation of blood, bone and
flesh. Not a trace of these i1mportant
elements can be found in butter fat, but
all are in the skim milk,

‘“As a number of charitable gentlemen
were engaged in connection with the
Poor Association in furnishing proper
food, milk, eggs, etc., to the sick and
needy I suggest the trial of skim milk,
which can be obtained much cheaper
than the rich Jersey milk, so-called. *
* % A baby needs highly organized
food, and this is found in the cheese, &
highly nitronized compound, holding in
gsolution the mineral elements that must
enter all growing animals. There is no)
other means to secure bone. F.t does |

not contain a trace of phosphoric acid, |-

lime or sulphur.

‘“Exp2riments in Paris by the Acad-
emy of Sciences showed that no animal
or fowl lived oyver three weeks on butter.
They died from starvation.

A number.of the prominent and rep-
resentative physicians of Baltimore were
asked their opinions of the matter and
many agreed with Dr. Sharp, while
others take the view that skim milk is
of little or no valueas a food for infants,
