Boilled water
may not taste good, but it 18 safe.

The developments in July indicate
that more cases than usual may be ex-
pected until freezing weather comes.
Drink nothing but boiled water if you
would escape typoid fever.

Mr. Philip E. Trew, one of the best
known citizens of Quaker Neck, died
suddenly at the home of his brother,
Mr. Thomas B. Trew, last Monday
night., His death caused by heart
failure superinduced by excitememt in-
cident to the burning of his brother’s
barn by lightning When the stable
was struck Mr. Philip was the first to
discover the fire and hurried to the
building.

He was a bachelor, 60 years
old, and had made him home with his
brother Thomas all his life. He wasre-
lated to Barius Trew, chairman of the
Republican State Central Committee,
and an uncle to Thomas Trew, a former
Republican member of the Maryland
legislature from Kent county.

The interment took place at the
family burying ground on Mr. Bartus
Trew’s farm. Rev. A. H. Covey officiat-
ed J. N. Dodd undertaker,

The bearers were Jas. H. Baker,
Walter S. Trew, Bartus Trew, Joseph
Trew, C. C. Brown, Thomas W, Trew.

Mr., Wm. J. Conlyn was taken sud-
denly ill from a paralytic stroke at his
shops in Lankford on Tuesday afternoon
while at work and was carried to his
home nearby. He never rallied and
died the following morning. He was
6o vears of age and leaves a widow
and four daughters, viz : Mrs. Chas
Bird, Mrs. Jas.

Chas. Numbers, all of Wilmington ; and
Amanda, James and Wm. Conlyn,
of Lankford. The funeral took place
from his late home yesterday ; inter-
ment at Crumpton cemetery.Rev. Milton
McCann officiated ; J. E. Ferguson
undertaker.
