CRABS SCARCE. |

The optimistic predictions made a
montheago by some dealers in sea foods
that crabs, one of Maryland’s chief deli-
cacies, would soon cease tO soar in prices
and would settle to normal conditions
about the middle of the summer, bave
not been borne out by facts. The am-g
phibian and shellfish continue scarce,
with no prospects of a change for the
better, at least at an early date.

Referring to the crab market, Mr.R.O.
Wilkinson, the crab expert with Wm.
B. McCadden & Co., said yesterday :

“During my experience of twenty-
eigh tyears 1 have never known any-
thing like the present crab seoson. We
are not getting one-third of our normal
supply. At this time last year we were |
receiving from fifteen to twenty barrels
of crabs from Queenstown, on the Ches-
ter river, alone, and today we get one
barrel and that was the first shipment
from that place this week. Iere crabs
are worth $2.50 a barrel today at whole-
sale, and it is impossible to get them at
that price. Last year atl this time they
were selling at $1 a barrel, with an
abundant supply, and thousands of per-
sons were earning a livlihood in the 1n-
dusiry. I have neyer known prices to
rule so high, and there 1s no promise of
a change of present conditions. There
has been thousands of barrels sold 1n
the Baltimore market in past seasons al |

twenty-five cents a barrel, but not 8o
now. |

“Of course when the hard crab 18
scarce the soft crab is equaliy so.  Soft
crabs of the finer grades are wholesaling
at sixty-five and seventy-five cents, and
he finest are going at retail at $1 and
$1.25 a dozen. They rarely ever settle
below twenty-five cents a dozen, but it |
is a long jump from twenty-fiye cents to

$1.25 for the same morsel of food. |

“Old crabbers down the bay claim
that the hard winter is responsible for |
the great scarcity and consequent high |
price. It is not generally known, imt\
thunder is fatal to the crab after he i-.eal
out of the water. Thousands of barrels
of crabs are killed during shipment to }
market by thunder.”

Retail dealers gave the same report of
the crab market. None of them had
ever known the price SO high or the
supply so limited. The present demand |
is largely confined to restaurants and
hotels.

«Of course,”’ said a retailer, ““there 18
always some family demand, it matters
not what the price may be, but the hard
and soft crab are now practically the food
of the rich. To the man of limitedl
means they are luxuries.”’
