Oysters in Market.—Clerk Dixon
has issued 62 ovster licenses, the gseason
having begun Thursday. Mr. John C.
Jerome, one of the expert watermen of
Gratitude, says the outlook is for a good
season. He says there is an abundance
of young oysiers and all thatis needed is
protection. Another oysterman says :
““The supply this year will greatly ex-
ceed that of last year, when the cold
weather of February hurt the erop.
There is no truth whatever in the story
about disease haying got into the oyster
beds. KEvery year some varn gets out.”’

Another man said: We shall have
lots of good oysters thig year. They
haye made a yery fast growth, and fast
growth means fat growth with oysters.
Last year they were lean and the crop
was not large. We have had some
samples from the cove and they are the
best I ever tasted. They show bevond
any doubt that the oyster beds are 1n
good condition, and are furnishing

plenty of food forthe past nine months.”’
Capt. Downey 18 the new commander
of the police boat and if he does as well
as his predecessor the ovstermen will
be satisfled.

PEACHES PAY WELL.

The farmers who have peaches have
reaped a rich harvest this season, prices
having ranged from 30 to $§1 35 per bas-
ket. The Elbertas, Reeves and Globe
have paid big money. One “armer near
town shipped 600 baskets one day last
week for which he received a check for
over $500. Three farmers near Stijl
Pond have shipped 20,000 baskets up to
this date. .\ well-known farmer of
near Coleman’s shipped 1100 baskets
one day and 900 another, for which he
received a check for nearly $1500 !

As usual the Delaware farmers have
realized better prices for fruit than those
of Kent., . At Wyoming alone at least
$30,000 has been paid out for the luscious
peach the past week. On Wednresday
i8 carloads of peaches were shipped
from Wyoming. Mr. Harry McDaniel,
of Dover, sent about 400 baskets of
peached to Wyoming and brought back
a check for $500.

Several farmers have netted about
$300 an acre but C. P. Swain has carried
off all honors. Mr. Swain has two hun-
dred Elbertas on less than two acres of
land, and has picked and sold from the
two hundred trees 1136 baskets of
peaches, for which he has received a
little more than a dollar a basket, or
about $1150. He will gather several
more hundred baskets and the two acres
will doubtless net M1, Swain $1200.

Dr. T. O. Clements has sold his entire |

crop of Elbertas to C. L. Terry at 70
cents per basket. Mr. Terry also bought
the Elberta crop of C. W. Lord at 75
cents a baskets.
