| After weeks of suffering from com pli-
cation of diseases Dr. John H. Hessey,
ithe beloved physician and frien. of
evervone, expired at his home at Hanes-
ville Thursday noon

The family of which this well-kown
physician cf Hanesville is a representa-
tive 1s among the oldest of Cecil County
and ite members have been prominent
in public life and business affairs of the

Eastern Shore The exact date of the
arrival of its founder in America is not
known, but the records show that he
came from Germany . Succeeding
generations bore an active part in de-
veloping the resources of soil and in ex-
tending the value of commerce, so that
to them, together with the represent-
atives of other pioneer families, much
of the local progress is due.

Near Cecilton, on the home farm, the
subject of this article was born 1833, and
there he was reared to manhood. His
primary education was obtained in the
local schoo's, after which he became a
student in Washington College at Ches-
tertown and remained a pupil in that
old institution until his graduation in
1876. In the fall of the same year he
entered the College of Physicians and |
Surgeons in Baltimore, from which he
graduated in March, 1878, with the de-
grie of M. D. At once after completing
