THE NEW ASSESSMENT.

What a Representative Farmer and Property
owner Thinks of the Valuations, &c.

MxEssRks., IpiTors KENT NEws:

As Kent County is about to have a re-
assessment of all the personal property,
and as all property holders are vitally
interested 1n the manner in which it
shall be done, I think a little exchange
of opinions about valuations will be ap-
propriate and interesting to all of us at
this time.

In starting out on this subject 1 want
to say that I heartily approve of a re-
assessment, because most property is
valued too low, which necessitates a high
rate in order to raise the amount of
money neccessary to mect the annual
expenses of the County. Ouar County
Commissioners are often charged with
mismanagement and extravagance in
the use of County funds, when the
blame ought to be charged up to onr as-
gessors who valued our lands and other
property too low, If our assessors had
valued our good farming lands at from
$55 to $50 dollars per acre aud our poorer
land at $20 to %30 per acre, our tax rate
would have beepr below one dollar per
hundred for the last several years.

While a high or Jow rate does not
really make the taxpayer pay any more
money to the county, yet the general
tax payer argues that a high rate does
mean for him to pay moare money. We
have about $100,000 to raise annually
and 1f we have a Jow yaluation the rate
will be high or if we have a high.valua-
tion the rate will be low,

I know a gentleman who has two nice
farms in Kent which are worth forty
thousand dollars and he wants to pur-
chase other lands here, but he says taxes
are too high., Whilel think this gentle-
man is mistaken about our taxes being
higher here than in adjoining counties,
yet I know this notion  pvevails gener-
ally, therefore I am in favor of a much
higher valuation on all kinds of property.

I think the cash value of all kinds of
property is the best and safest rule for
our assessors to be guided by. I think
too, our personal property of stock es-
pecially ought to be classified with three
grades, good, medium and common.
Good mules from 3 to 10 yearsold ought
to be valued at $125 apiece; good horses
$100; medium mules from 10 to 15 years
old, $75; medinm horses 10 to 15 years
old, $60; common mules and horses $25,
colts, $20; good cows, $30; common cows
and heifers $20; good sheep, $5: common
sheep. $4; large hog, $10; small hog, $5.
These figures are below the cost market-
able value, but which weuld if adopted
more than double our present basis of
taxation on stock. The stock alone in
Kent ought to make the basis of taxation

 between $100,000 and $200,000.

Household property ought to be valued
low because it always has sold low and
always will sell low at our vendues.
There is being said a good deal about
taxing notes and other securities and
quite a number of persons are advocat-
ing a drastic inquisitorial method of
finding this property. This will be
quite a serious mistake I think, because
few farmers have any cash money to
loar. and the notes they hold are for
horses or other stock sold to other farm-
ers which horses or stock will be assess-
ed to the holder it will amount to double
taxation which is not just or fair. Now
what the property holders want and
ought to have in this reassessment ig a
fair and uniform valuation throughout
the County and I venture Lo suggest
to the County Commissioners to call
and require the newly appointed asses-
sors to meet in a conference to discuss
and adopt the best rules to govern them
that will apply uniformly ard impar-
tiaily all over the county., |

[ want to venture another suggestion,
that one republican in every district be
added to the board of assessors. Minority
representation is a principle that all
appointing powers ought to recognize
and follow faithfully. I submit this last
proposition without argument, though
it 18 the best idea of this communication
and I could say a great deal in its favor.
