capture fish in the aforesaid waters and applying
Sl R for a license, the applicant for the license shall
make oath, or affirmation, before the aforesaid
clerk of the suid Circuit Court authorized to issue
the same, that he is at the time of making such
oath and has been for twelve months preceding
the taking of said oath a bona-fide resident of
Kent County,and that he will make known to the
proper authorities any violations of this’ law that
may come to his knowledge.

Section 122—Upon the information of any |
citizen of said county that he knows or verily
believes that any person has violated any of the
provisions of sections 118—121A, before any jus-
tice of Peace of Kent County, the said Justice of
Peace shall docket a case in the name of the
State of Maryland, against such person so
charged by oath as offending, and issuea warrant |
at once to some one of the constables or sheriff
of said county, for the arrest of the party charged
in said oath, with such violations, to be brought
before such justice for trial : and said constable
or sheriff shall seize the boat. tackle, nets and
other equipments owned by or in the possesion of
such person, so charged with such violation when
such violation occurred, er at the time of such ar-
rest,and safely keep such property so taken during
the time pending the trial for such offense so
charged; and if upon such trial the justice of the
Peace shall enter judgment for the State,such per-
son aganst whom such judgment shall be rendered,
shall be fined not less than twenty nor more than
fifty dollars for each and every offense, in the
discretion of the said Justice of the Peace ; one-
half of which fine shall be paid to the informer,the
other half to the school fund of the County where
such judgment is rendered; and if such fine is
not paid within five days from the date of such
judgment, the said justice of the peace shall, on
the sixth day thereafter, enter judgment of con-
demnation against the boat. tackle, nets or other
equipments of such offender, which had been
sized by the officer aforesaid, which said boats,
tackle, nets or other equipments shall, after ten
days notice, by the said officer, be sold to the
highest bidder for cash, and from the proceeds of
 such sale he shall deduct the fees alowed con-
stables upon executions, the costs incident to
such trial and judgment, together with such ex-
pense as such officer may have incurred in the
taking and keeping of such property, and shall
then divide the residue between the informer and
the schools of the County, equally; said officer not
to be liable for any damages or loss of said pro-
perty while in his custody, which may occur
without a fault on his part-

Section 123.—It shall be the duty of any com-
manding officerof the State Fishery Force, and
| of any Game Warden in cases coming under their
observation, or on information derived from other
persons, to enforce this law with all means at his
command by the arrest of any person violating
its provisions and to carry such person, by him
so arrested, before the nearest Justice of the
Peacein Kent County for trial.

Section 123 A.—The constables of Kent County
are required to enforce this law by the arrest of
all persons they may find violating any of its pro-
visions, or who may be charged on the oath of
any person with violating the same.

Section 124.—I1f any person convicted of of-
fending against any of the provisions of said
sections shall think him aggrieved by such con-
vietion, he may appeal from the Justice of the
Peace before such conviction is had, at any time
within ten days from the rendition thereof, to
the Circuit Court of said county. If any resis-
tance be made to the officer directed to execute
this sub-title of this Article. by any persons of-
fending against the same, the said officer shall
summon the posse comitatus, and proceed there-
with without delay to execute his duty under
such warrant. The Justice before whom such
offenders shall be taken, shall have full power to
issue summons for all witnesses that may be
named to him, to compel their appearance and
examine them under oath.

In this bill
Messrs. Howard Turner, James Sutton
and George W. Owensare named as the
first board of town commissioners,
Other local laws are also published.

CHAPTER 361

An Act to add an additional section to Article
fifteen of the Code (1888) of Public Local Laws,
title, “Kent County,” subtitle, ‘“Galena’” to
come in after Section 131, and to be designated
Section 131 A, providing for additional powers
to the Collector or Treasurer in the collection
of corporation taxes in the town of Galena.

Section 1—Be it enacted by the General As-
sembly of Maryland, that a new Section be added
to Article fifteen, of the Code (1888) of the Public
Local Laws, entitled, "“"Kent County,’”’ sub-title,
“Galena’” to come in after Section 131, and to be
designated Section 131 A. to read as follows:

Section 131 A—The Clerk or Treasurer to the
Board of Commissioners of Galena may be the
collector of taxes for said town with the same
authority and power to receive and collect the
taxes that may be annually levied by said com-
miasioners, by distress or levy, and sale of either
real or personal property, that collectors of State
or County taxes now possess ; provided such levy
and sale be conducted in accordance with the
same provisions of law that control and direct
the collection of Staté and County taxes of delin-
qgquents in Kent County.

Section Z—And be it enacted that this Act
shall take effect from the date of its passage.

CHAPTER 223.

An Act to repeal and re-enact with amendmeuts
Section 217 B. of Article 15 of the Code of
Public Local Laws, title ““Kent County,” sub-
title “Wild Fowl,”’ as enacted by Chapter 142 of
the acts passed at the January session 1904.

Section 1—Be it enacted by the General As-

ters of Ea.iq county. Any person violating this or
the preceding Section shall pay a fine of not less
than ten nor more than fifty dollars, and forfeit

the boat or vessel in his possession, together with |

the seine, tackle and all things on board at the
time of the offence.

Section 114. On information given to a Justice
of the Peace of Kent County, he shall issue his
warrant for the arrest of the offender, and the
seizure of the hoat together with all her tackle
- and apparel, and all other property on board and
in his possession, which warrant shall be directed
to the sheriff or some constable of said County
who may summon a posse comitatus to aid him in
making any such arrest and seizure.

Section 116. The property so condemned shall
be sold by the officer making the seizure, on ten
days notice, by written or printed advertisements
stuck up in not less than two public places, and
the proceeds of sale, with all fines imposed and
collected, after paying the costs of the seizure,
condemnation and sale, shall be divided, one-
fourth to the officer making the arrest and seiz-

sembly of Maryland, that Section 217 B. of Article
15 of the Code of Public Local Laws, title “Kent

County’’ sub-title ““Wild Fowl,”” as enacted by
chapter 142 of the acts of Assembly of 1904, be
and the same is hereby repealed and re-enacted
with amendments, so as to read as follows:
Section 217 B—And be it enacted, that it shall
be unlawful to shoot at or to shoot wild fowl in or
over the waters of Kent County, from the shore
and natural islands, except in such cases where
it may be necessary to chase and shoot any such
wild fow! which have been previously shoot and
crippled from shore or island, and it shall also be
unlawful for anyone to hunt, shoot or shoot at
any wild fowl, muskrats, otters or any other
water animal by the use of any light of any char-
acter in any of the waters of Kent County ; and
anyone violating this section and section 217 A,
shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and
upon conviction thereof shall be fined not less
than five dollars nor more than fifty dollars, and
upon failure to pay said fine, shall be imprisoned
in the county jail for thirty days for each offense,
one-half of the said fine to be paid to the informer;
